1.  The patch and doubler are to be fabricated out of 2024 T3ALCLAD aluminum.

2. The diameter of the rivet to be used on a repair to .032” thick skin is 1/8”.

3. The corner radius to be used on the patch is ½”.

4. The rivet spacing is to be 6 times that of the rivet diameter.

2. B.
1.  The unit of measurement used in the fuselage stations (Sta.), buttock lines               (B.L.) and wing stations (W.S.) is inches.

2. The location of Sta. 0 on the fuselage is 20.5” below the cabin floor as measured at the rear wing spar with the airplane level.

3. The location of B.L. 0 on the fuselage is 78.4” ahead of the wing leading edge or 49.5” ahead of the lower edge of the firewall.

C. The following is a list of respective station numbers.

1. Sta. – Wing leading edge: 78.4

2. Sta. – Wing flap leading edge: 128.74

3. Sta. – Vertical stabilizer leading edge: 223.43

4. W.L. – Spinner center line: 40

6. W.S. – Wing tip: 181.35

D. 1.  The lubricant that is to be used for the nose gear torque link assembly and the frequency of lubrication are MIL-G-23827 and 100 hours.
