SPIRALS OF SHELLS

A shell may be spiralled clockwise (right-handed shell) or anti clockwise (left-handed shell).  When a shell is held so that the apex (top) is up and the aperture facing the person, those with the aperture facing to the right are right-handed or dextral and those that open to the left are left-handed or sinistral.
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
