Middleton Jr. wins 600 Club Tournament of Champions
Top seed Bobby Middleton, Jr. of Waldorf defeated fifth seed Brandon Lowe of Severn 190-183 to win the 19th annual NCAUSBCA Youth 600 Club Tournament of Champions held at Bowl America Fairfax on March 22nd.  Middleton Jr. averaged 207 for 11 games.

Lowe defeated fourth seed Allen Windsor of Woodbridge 233-214 in the first stepladder match (which followed a six-game qualifier and four games of match play) and then defeated third seed Chris Garvey of Vienna 178-171 and second seed Matt Endres of Owings 172-150 before losing to Middleton Jr.
The Tournament of Champions awarded $1,800 in scholarship money to the 5 finalists.  Middleton earned $700, Lowe $450, Endres $300, Garvey $200, and Windsor $150.  All scholarship funds will be administered through the USBC SMART program.
Other match play finalists: 6, Ray Bernstein III of Manassas; 7, Sean Crookston of Woodbridge; 8, Kyle Berry of Chesapeake Beach; 9, Jeremy Crookston of Woodbridge; 10, David Armstrong of Bumpass; 11, Robert Jackson, Jr. of Chesapeake Beach; and 12, Conner Kolessides of Great Falls.  They each earned $25 in scholarship money.
There were a total of 31 bowlers that participated in the tournament.  It took an average of 192.7 for 6 games to advance to match play.
Lowe was the top qualifier with a 1358 6-game total (226.3 average), earning $100 in scholarship money and Jackson, Jr. had the top game during qualifying with a 264, earning $50 in scholarship money.
