ATTENTION MEMBERS:  Important Notice Regarding New WEEKEND HOST Policy

 The Innitous are testing a new procedure this year for distributing invitations and guest passes to our members.  Starting with New Year’s Weekend and continuing throughout the Social Season, an assigned member will be your Weekend Host at the club.  This is the person you will need to see to acquire invitations and/or guest passes for yourself and your guests.

 The Weekend Host will be available for a minimum of one hour on Friday nights and one hour on Saturday afternoons.  The “Host” and “Calling Hours” will be posted prior to each weekend and the preliminary schedule is enclosed with this month’s newsletter for your information.

 The Weekend Host’s obligation to you is to be available to you during their designated calling hours and to have invitations for parties and guest passes available for guests sleeping in our house.  It is Innitou policy that we do not supply guest passes to people staying in private houses or hotels.  On weekends when we may be hosting dinner, it will also be the responsibility of the weekend host to collect those monies as well.

 As with all club Officers, Board Members, and Committee Members, the Weekend Hosts are volunteering their time.  While we are volunteering to help out with running the club, this does not make us slaves to the club or the members there and it is very important that each member respect that by doing their part as well.

 As a member, it is your responsibility to see the Weekend Host during Designated Calling Hours.  If you have a guest at the house, you are responsible for educating them, signing them in, collecting their guest fees, and making sure there is a valid guest waiver on file before seeing the Weekend Host to request invitations and guest passes.  If you think you may have an issue seeing the Weekend Host during Calling Hours on any particular weekend, it is strongly recommended that you purchase multiple invitations in advance to have on hand.
