ANNUAL CHARITY GOLF DAY

RULES

The R & A Rules of Golf shall apply.
The local rules shall be those of the host club.
Tees; Gentlemen will play off the yellow tees; Ladies off the red tees.

Dress code is relaxed, but smart clothing is appreciated and no jeans, denims or collarless shirts
are permitted.

Entries will be in teams of four players and may be gentlemen, ladies or mixed and the total
number of players will be limited to 172.

Scoring will be individual Stableford points, with the best three scores from four players on each
hole determining the result. Only gross scores need be recorded.

Full handicap allowance will be given, but limited to 24 for men and 36 for women.
Adjustments may be made by the organisers at their sole discretion for mixed teams

Individual prizes will also be awarded, so each player’s score should be recorded separately
over the eighteen holes.

Prizes will be awarded for:
1%t and 2" men’s teams over 18 holes

1* men’s team over both outward and inward halves
Best individual gentleman over 18 holes
Best individual gentleman over both outward and inward halves
1% ladies’ team over 18 holes
Best individual lady’s score over 18 holes
Additional prizes will be available for longest drive and nearest-the-pin.

Prize limitation: no team may win more than one prize, although individuals may win both a
team and an individual prize.

Start times: on entry forms golfers should indicate preferred start times; every effort will
be made to accommodate but we are unable to guarantee a particular start time.  All entrants
should report to the Registration desk at least 20 minutes before the allocated tee time and to the
Starters at least 5 minutes before due time.

Disputes: in the event of a dispute, the decision of the organisers is final.
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
