Snow Globe Craft

Materials: 


styrofoam= cut into 1 inch by 1 inch square (cut to fit in lid of jar)


glitter (color for occasion)


glycerin (found in the baking isle at JoAnn's near Wilton products)


4.5 oz glass jar (mushroom jar works well)


Little figures (for occasion found at Hobby Lobby or any other craft store)


1/2 wide Ribbon (for occasion)


Hot Glue Gun
 


Directions:


Make sure jar is clean and dry.  Hot glue styrofoam square to the lid.  After the glue dries, try lid on jar to see if it will close. 


Arrange little figures on square foam before you hot glue the figures to the foam.  Wait for it to dry.  Again, try to put the lid on the jar before water is added. 


After you get it just right, add water to the jar, add lid again to see if you have enough water (some air is ok). Once water level is good, add 1/2 teaspoon of Glycerin to the water (helps keep water clear and glitter floating).  Once that is added, add your glitter.  Add as much as you think it will need.    


Once all that is done, add the lid again and close.  Make sure the jar is dry on the outside.  Especially around the lid.  Hot glue around the lid and close the jar to seal.  To minimize leaking, wait a few minutes for glue to cool before turning jar over.  After that dries, hot glue ribbon of choice around the lid (hides the lid and styrofoam).  Let dry and harden overnight before you turn the snowglobe over and display it.    

 

This activity was fun for our Daisies, but it required a lot of adult assistance, yet the end product delighted them.  A 2oz glycerine bottle was enough for almost 20 snowglobes.
