Group Study Exchange (GSE) is an educatio-nal activity of the Rotary Foundation with the expressed purpose of promoting international understanding.

This is accomplished through an exchange between paired districts in different countries. The study teams are composed of young non-Rotarians, business and professional men and women. Each team is accompanied by a Rotarian appointed by the Governor of the sending district. The entire group is hosted for a period of four to six weeks by the Rotary clubs in the receiving district.

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District 1590 is one of the seven Dutch Rotary districts. It is situated in the north-eastern part of the Netherlands and 

covers five of the twelve  Dutch provinces: Groningen, Friesland, Drenthe, Overijssel and Flevoland.

Groningen, which with its capital Groningen is the most important town in the northern part of the country, has a university that was established in 1614. The economics of the province are mainly based on agriculture (potatoes, sugar beets and cereals). Near Delfzijl there is a sea harbour. And most importantly, deep under the surface the province possesses a huge supply of natural gas. 

Friesland is predominantly an agricultural province. Its industry is mainly related to the produce of the many dairy farms. From here dairy products find their way all over the world. Other economic activities are the making of prefab houses, carpenters’ tools and furniture. The many lakes are well liked by Dutch and German yachtsmen. The Frisians have their own language which is related to old English.

Drenthe is more woody than the other northern provinces. The heart of  the province with its beautiful nature is a favourite holiday area. The oil winning  between Coevorden and Emmen has changed the original landscape considerably. The astronomical observatory near Hoogdalen draws students and visitors from all over the country.

Overijssel has a different scenery again. Through the north-western part of the province runs the river IJssel, famous for its beautiful banks and for the old Hanseatic towns of Kampen and Zwolle  that are situated along the river.  Zwolle, the capital of this province, is the economic, educational and cultural  centre of the western part of the province. The eastern part (Twente) is heavily industrialized. The textile industry undergoes fierce competition from the developing countries.

Flevoland is a young province. As a province it was established as late as 1986. It covers the Nort-East Polder and Flevoland, both reclaimed from the former Zuiderzee (Southern Sea). Her one finds very large agricultural areas and big modern farms. The towns of Lelystad and Almere are new. They were made also to accommodate commuters from Amsterdam.
