4.5 Mathys Zwick, b: 1674 in Erlenbach, Germany, d: 1710,  married Veronica Wolle/Walen/Wulle (Zwickin)  bef. 1697 ,b: 1672 in Erlenbach, Germany , d: 1716,  m: in 1696 in Erlenbach  -  from Betty Ivanovich  and Lawrence S. Coomber  and The Palatine Families of New York-1710 by Henry Z. Jones.  David F. Swick says to the Johannes Martin Swick was a farmer and a Lutheran. “I located the 12 ships that brought our palatine forbears to Nutten Island in 1710: the frigates 'Herbert' [wrecked off block island 7-7-1710] and 'Tower' as well as ships 'Lion of Leath', 'Fame', 'Lowestoffe', 'Mary', 'Hartwell', 'Baltimore', 'James and Elizabeth', 'Sarah', 'Medford', and Berkle Castle'’. Rev. Jack Swick writes, “Mathias and Veronica came to New York in 1710. Apparently Mathias died shortly after landing [or thereabouts-D.A.S.]. He is on the boat list, but Veronica is listed on the subsistence list. She later remarried”. Veronica married Ludwig Leicht, also  listed on the Hunter List  on Dec. 13, 1713 (N. Y. City Ref. Chbk.) about 3 years after Mathys died. She died in 1716.

According to The Palatine Families of New York – 1710, University City, Ca. 1985, Vol. 1-2, by Henry Z. Jones. Matthew Zwick, aged 35, in 1709 (in the London lists). His wife is known as Veronica Wolle “Zwickin”. On page 850 of Vol. 2, when Mathys Swik died in 1710 after arriving in New York, Veronica Wolle married Ludwig Leicht on Dec. 7, 1713 (N.Y. City Ref. Chbk.). Ludwig Leicht as well as Mathy Swik appears on the “Hunter Lists”. Ludwig appears next to Henrich Leicht (listed Aug. 4, 1710 w/ 2 persons over 10 yrs. of age in the household). Henrich Leicht is probably Johan Henrich Leicht, age 24,whose father was George Ludwig Leicht, age 66 (who appears as Jurgen Ludwig of Happenheim auf der Wiesen im Amt Frensheim) from the 1710/11, “Palatines in New York”.

In 1709 , some 847 German families sailed for the New World and arrived in New York in 1710. Mathys Zwick/Swik is on the Hunter List as 4 August 1710. He sailed down the Rhine River and then to Rotterdam, Holland (second party in Holland, 1709 – Rotterdam Lists) and then sailed to England in the same year (London Lists). The Germans migrated to the New World because of wars that destroyed Germany (1635 the Swedish and Emperor’s armies; the Mainz-Lothringian invasion); because of the poverty (many could not feed themselves because of the wild animals who ate what was grown or poor harvests of crops); and lastly, the British government who exploited the German’s dissatisfaction by using a clever public relations campaign extolling the virtues of life in the New World. Prior to 1709, the so-called “Golden Book” was circulated in southern Germany and painted America (called “The Island of Carolina” or “The Island of Pennsylvania”) as the Promised Land. Many “ Palatines” were found with these books.  From England, they sailed to New York. Mathys died shortly after landing in 1710. Veronica remarried Ludwig Leicht on 7 Dec. 1713 in New York. Ludwig was also a passenger on the ship with Mathys. After Mathys died, Veronica Zwickin had to care for Anna Margaretha, Johann Georg (Hans Jurig), Marcus and Johann Martin. Johann Martin Zwick was only 5 when they arrived in New York and would have been 8 when his mom married Ludwig Leicht. Now Barbara Egie Coevert/Covert, who Johann Martin Zwick (Zwick became Swick) married, was born 26 Aug. 1709 in Somerville, Somerset Co., NJ. 

Now Barbara Egie Covert’s father was Hans Teunissen Covert, b. 1658 in Brooklyn, NY. Her mother was Jannetje Jane Brokaw/Bourcard, b. 1667 in Germany. They married in Newtown, Queens Co., NY. In the early 1700’s (according to the “Somerset County Historical Quarterly”, pg. 32), the Coverts and Brokaws divided a 2,000-acre piece of property near Weston, NJ (The “Franklin Lotts” of Franklin Township, NJ). Margaret Wright Covert writes, “On 5-2-1702 Borgon Broucard (Brokaw) and his son-in-law Jan (John) Covert (Barbara’s father) bought 2,000 acres of land in Somerset Co. bounded on the North and Northwest by the Raritan and Millstone Rivers for 400 pounds – (NJ Deed Book Lib. C.P.447).” In the “New Jersey Index of Wills”, Vol. 3, 1969, in Somerset County, NJ they list: Abraham Covert, Burgun Covert, Cornelius Covert, Isaac V.N. Covert, Jane Covert, John Covert, Luke Covert, Minna K. Covert, Peter Covert, and Tunis Covert – 1735. Then they list 70 Brokaws. A few are Abraham Brokaw, Adeline Brokaw, Alexander Sr. Brokaw, Bergun Brokaw, Bergon Brokaw, and Bergen Brokaw- 1780. In  Hunterdon Co., NJ, Vol.2  of “Wills” they list 9 Brokaws, the first two being Burgun Brokaw – 1802 and Isaac Brokaw – 1806. In the “New Jersey in 1793”, 1793 Militia Census by James S. Norton, 1973, they list in HillsboroughTownship, NJ.: Caleb Brokaw, Isaac Brokaw, Abraham Brokaw, Abraham C. Brokaw, Evert Brokaw, Isaac Brokaw, Isaac I. Brokaw, John Brokaw, Hendrick Brokaw, Bragun Brokaw, Ferdinand Brokaw with Brogun Coevert and Tunis Coevert.. So it appears that the Coverts/Brokaws had acres in New Jersey but so did the family Bird. 

Now I believe the Covert/Coeverts, Brokaws/Brocaws and the Bird/Burds knew each other. And somehow Johann Martin Swick met Barbara Covert and was involved as well with these families. Gene Brierly, of the “Bird” family, writes, “Johannes Swick and Barbara Covert are named as witnesses to the christening of George Bird, b. 8/11/1731, son of Thomas and Catherine Bird, at the DRC of Harlingen”. And Jack Swick says, “ From research  done in 1743, New Jersey ( Cases Before and After the Revolution) it was discovered that Thomas Bird owed John (Johannes) Swick some money. George Bird is also mentioned.” Now Barbara Covert’s parents were Hans Covert and Jannetje Brokaw/Bourcard and their first child was Catherine Covert, born 1684 in Dutch Kills, Queens Co., NY; married Thomas Burd/Bird in Somerset Co., NJ. The brother of this Thomas Bird, b. 1697 was George Bird, b. 1673 and they knew Johann Martin Swick . 

So it appears that Mathys Zwick died sometime around 1710. Veronica remarries Ludwig Leicht in 1913 and they must have Johann Martin Swick with them. They could have lived in Brooklyn ,NY (where Barbara Covert’s dad was born), or Dutch Kills, Long Island, NY or Newtown Queens County, NY (the first place where Barbara’s dad was christened or the second place where the Birds were born), and then later moved to Somerset Co., NJ where Barbara was born and there was a Dutch Reformed Church there. Then Johann Martin Swick married Barbara Covert and lived in this area of Somerset, NJ.

5.2 Anna Margaretha Zwick (Zwickin), b: 1696/7 in Erlenbach, Germany. Ludwig Leicht

-----married Veronica, Anna’s mother in 12/13/1713, 3 years after her father Mathys died -----in 1710. St Paul's Lutheran Church at West Camp: 1708-1906 was located in  Town ------of Saugerties, Ulster County - Denomination: Lutheran. The baptism was for  Johann -----Eberhard  Leicht,  Reference ID: 158, b. 9/4/1712 and baptized 10/26/1712. His -----------parents were Ludwig Leich and Maria Martha. The sponsor was Johann Erberhard --------Jung .Baptism occurred in the upper German Colonies. Source:   Baptism Record, St -----Paul's Lutheran Church, West Camp: 1708-1899.  According to the Hunter Lists of -------NY, 1710-1713: Ludwig Leicht paid 2 Pounds for 2 adults on 8/1710. And on 6/1711 -----he paid 7 Pounds for 1 person. And 9/1711 he paid 4 Pounds for 3 adults. And on ---------12/1711 he paid 6 Pounds for 2 adults. If the baptism occurred 9/1712 and Ludwig --------was married to Maria Martha, she must have died giving birth on 9/1712 and the ----------dates on the Hunter’s list aren’t right. And if Ludwig married Veronica in 1713, it --------makes sense that Maria  died. Next we have recorded St Paul's Lutheran Church at --------West Camp: 1708-1906, the same as above, but Anna Margretha Maurer, b. ----------------8/13/1712, baptized: 8/17/1712, parents were Peter Maurer and Anna Catharina -----------Maurer. Sponsors were: Henrich Mann (father-in-law of Anna Margaretha Swick?) -------and Anna Margretha Mullerin (sister of Peter and wife of Heinrich?) Baptism --------------occurred in the upper German Colonies. Source:   Baptism Record, St Paul's ---------------Lutheran Church, West Camp: 1708-1899. Anna Margaretha Swick would be 15.

-----Now on the Hunter’s list, Veronica paid 6 Pounds for 3 adults, 10/1710; 22 Pounds -------for 3 adults 12/1711; 13 Pounds for 2 adults 3/25/1712 in New York. So Johann -----------Georg (Hans Jurig) was gone but Anna Margaretha was still there. Anna would have -----been 15. Then  Ludwig Leicht in the Highlands was with his Stepdaughter, Mrs -----------Mann (Anna Margaretha?) as Sponsor of Engel Hoef in 1716. Anna must have ------------marrried Mr. Mann and she was the sponsor of Engel Hoef baptism in 1716. This ---------was probably in a Lutheran Church and Anna would have been 19.

But on September 29, 1711, the Swik household has 2 over 10 ------and 2 under 10 yrs. So Mathy’s died and Johann Georg is not on the list. But on Oct. -----19, 1710, he is listed. So he probably arrived in NY on August, 1710; he was still ---------around on October 1710, bound to Derk Philips Conine, and then gone from the -----------Swick household on September 1711. And he would have been 13 yrs. old in 1711.

+ 5.5 Johann Martin Zwick/Swick, b: 1705 in Erlenbach, Germany, d: 1760 in Somerset Co., New Jersey. (from Brent Reidenbach  and David F. Swick).  Johann Martin Zwick changed to Swick and married Barbara Egie Coevers/Covert (or Coevert) when he was 24. She was born  August 26, 1709 in Somerville or Bound Brook, Somerset Co., NJ, d: 1803 in Millstone, Somerset Co., NJ. She was christened 10/26/1709 in 1st Reformed Church, Somerville, Somerset Co., NJ. Married in 1729 in Somerset Co., NJ. Margaret Wright Covert in a letter sent to Jack Swick states they “were Huguenot immigrants from France to Amsterdam, Holland to America in 1675”. David F. Swick states it was Hans Teunise Covert, b. 1655, d. 1720, married on 1689 to Jannitze Brokaw, b. 11/17/1667. All Bourgan’s (Broucard/Brokaw) children were born in France. On 5-2-1702 Borgon Broucard (Brokaw) and his son-in-law Jan (John) Covert (Barbara’s father) bought 2,000 acres of land in Somerset Co. bounded on the North and Northwest by the Raritan and Millstone Rivers for 400 pounds – (NJ Deed Book Lib. C.P.447).”

The Coeverts/Coverts came from Holland and were baptized in the Dutch Reformed Church (DRC). Barbara’s father was Hans Teunissen (Jan) Covert, born 1/15/1658 (1651)  in Brooklyn, Kings Co., NY;  died 1719 (1722) in Millstone, Somerset Co., NJ.  He was the son of  Teunis Janssen Covert and Barbara Lucas Van Kessel. Now Hans Teunison (Jan) Covert married Jannetje Jane Brokaw/Bourcard in 1684 in Mespath Kills, Newtown, Queens Co., NY. She was born November 16, 1667 in Mannheim, Mannheim, Baden, Germany; died  in Flagtown, Raritan, Somerset Co., NJ . She died about 1719/22. In the Zentralarchiv, Speyer –Wolfstein, LDS microfilm #82390207, film 1676553, pg. 6, Germany, Bayern, Hornbach, Parish Records- Friederich Bouchard, rothgerber, Jahre 1704, Zeibrucken.


Both Johannes (Johann Martin) Swick and Barbara Covert are named as witnesses to the christening of George Bird, b. 8/11/1731 at the DRC of Harlingen (son of Thomas and Catherine Bird). And Jack Swick says, “ From research  done in 1743, New Jersey ( Cases Before and After the Revolution) it was discovered that Thomas Bird owed John (Johann Martin) Swick some money. George Bird is also mentioned.” Also in “The Janeway Account Books, 1735-1746”, The Genealogical Magazine of New Jersey, 33 (1958), it says,  “Lucas Bird (b. 1720 to Thomas and Catherine Bird) on June 1743; delivered to John Swick”. (being Johann Martin Swick)”; ( “chr.” stands for “christened”. It seems that everyone was christened by the Dutch Reformed Church – DRC). 


The Coverts were French Huguenots (French Calvinists who had a problem with the power of the Roman Catholic church), the Brokaws (Broucards) were French Huguenots as well, and the Birds, coming from Scotland were from the Presbyterian Church. Some went to Holland to get away from religious persecution. And in Holland the Church was Dutch Reformed (Protestant). Ludwig Leicht went to a Lutheran Church in NY. There was St. Peters Lutheran Family Church and Rhineback Lutheran Church. 


In Riker’s, Annals of Newtown, Long Island, he lists Magdalena Lefevre, wife of Joost Durie, and Catherine Lefevre, wife of Bourgon Broucard, as sisters and their parents were Abraham and Antoinette (Jerrian) Lefevre. Documentary relating to the Colonial, Revolutionary and Post Revolutionary History of the State of New Jersey, 1631-1800. “Archives of the State of New Jersey”, first series, Vol. XI, ed. William Nelson, Vol. I, 1709-1739, Peterson, NJ, 1894. November 2, 1730 sold plantation now in tenure and occupation of Myndert Lefever. Plantation has 105 acres Piscattaway Twsp. Road that leads from Perth Amboy to New Brunswick. The two names to contact, Myndert Lefever and John Parker – city of Perth-Amboy. On May 31, 1731-plantation held by Myndert LeFever - 105 acres.  Jannetje was born 11/17/1667 in Mannheim, Hesse, Prussia. She died 1719 in Millstone, Somerset County, NY.  She was baptized 11/17/1667 in Mannheim, Palatine of the Rhine, Germany. Jannetje Broucard, whose mother was Catherine Lefevre, was the mother of Barbara Covert who married Johannes Martin Swick. Early Eighteen-Century Palatine Emigration, by Walter Allen Knittle, Ph. D., Dorrance and Co., Philadelphia, 1937. The Kocherthal Party- the 1708, Immigration to New York. Issac Feber; wife Catherine, child, Abraham. (First arrivals taken in St. Catharines May 6, 1709: Abram le Fevre, 50 yrs. old, sons 7, daughter 20, Reformed church). In The 1955 Year Book of the Pennsylvania Society Sons of the American Revolution  by Floyd G. Hoestine, The Pennsylvania Society, 1956, lists Peter Tritt (Pvt. York Co., PA, mil), b. 1755, d. 1839 married Elizabeth Lefevre. Their children: Anna Tritt married Jonathan Weber (Weaver), son Ludwig Weber married Jenisha Martin, who had a daughter Cora Weber who married Thomas D. Mann, b. 1838. Historical Background and Annals of the Swiss and German Pioneer Settlers of South Eastern Pennsylvania… by H. Frank Eshleman, Genealogical Publishing Co., 1969. 1712- 3,330 acres in Lancaster Co. were to be surveyed and was divided during the next twenty years among the holders (one being): Isaac Lefevre.  1712- Isaac Lefevre was given by the Penn Land Commissioner 2,000 acres of land in the Pequea, being apart of 10,000 acres first allowed to the original Mennonites who settled in Lancaster Co. Maria Warenbuer ask it to be laid out to her son-in-law Isaac Lefevre and to Daniel Ferree. “The Lefevers were French Huguenots, who fled into the Palatinate from persecution. They dwelt in the town of Steinweiler, Germany”. 1712- the tract of 2,000 acres was divided and John C. Lefevre was one of the people to receive land. 1716- a warrant was executed for  Isaac Lefevre for 300 acres at Strausburg, PA. 1718- Issac Lefevre was granted 300 acres at Strausburg. 1718- the first assessment list of Conestoga, which includes all of Lancaster County from Strausburg to the river: Isaac Lefevre. 


In The Huguenot Settlements in Ireland by Grace Lawless Lee, Clearfield Company, Baltimore, 1936, has Le Fevre and Du Four found at Cork County, Ireland and Covert is there as well. There is a Huguenot settlement in Cork County with a church and a sailcloth manufacturer. Richard Covert is the Sheriff of Cork in 1657 and the Mayor in 1662. And by 1668 he was attainted by the Parliament in company with a William Covert of Dublin.


In The Genealogical and Heraldic History of the Commoners of Great Britain and Ireland, by John Burke, esq., Vol. 1, Genealogical Publishing Co., Baltimore, 1977, it states that George Goring, esquire of Ovingdene, Sussex married Anne Denney, sister of Edward Denney, earl of Norwich. Their son, George Goring, in 1632 became Baron Goring of Hurst Pierpoint in the county of Sussex. Later he became clerk of the council within the principality of Wales. In 1644 he became earl of Norwich. He married Mary. One of their children was Diana Goring who married Thomas Covert, esquire of Slaughan.

5.5 Johann Martin and Barbara Covert Swick’s children:

“John Swick, son of Martin Swick - Applied for a military pension due to service in the Revolutionary War but request was denied mainly because of insufficient evidence of service.  According to his pension request, a letter dated 29 March 1939 from a Dr. J. Howard Swick and a letter dated 8 June 1934 from a James Ezra McQuiston of Salt Lake City, Utah. John Swick, son of Martin Swick, allegedly enlisted in Captain Maxfield's (assumed to be Maxwell) company of New Jersey volunteers commanded by Colonel Jacob West.  After six weeks of service he was taken out of service and sent to Easton, Pennsylvania where he was placed under Drum Major Jacob Allshouse to learn to beat the drum where "he believed when he was removed he was placed on the rolls as a substituted for his father but did not know if it was a New Jersey or Pennsyvlania organization and remained in Easton until around the close of the war."  He also maintained that his uncle, Peter Swick, was a lieutenant in the army at the same time of his service however, his claim provided no proof of Peter Swick's service”. Also from Brent Reidenbach: “There was a letter request for John's record from the above McQuiston on May 28,1934  and it was answered on 8 June 1934 from A.D. Hiller, Asst. Administrator.”

Personally appeared before the subscriber a justice of the peace and for said county John Swick a resident of the county of Beaver aforesaid who being duly sworn according to the law, that he enlisted in New Jersey four and a half miles from Easton Pennsylvania at a place called the Straw tavern under Lieut. Pettigrew who at that resided in Easton and was taken to Amboy where he remained about six weeks when Gen. Wm. Maxfield took him out and sent him to Easton saying that he was too young to carry arms, being between fourteen and fifteen years of age, under command of Drum Major Jacob Allshouse, for the purpose of beating the drum – that he cannot say whether he was in the New Jersey line or a militia or whether after his removal to Easton he was placed on the roll as a substitute of Martin Swick his father, and remained in Easton until about the end of the war, - the Col. Jacob West commanded a regiment to which he first belonged but is not certain whether of the regular army or militia he cannot say, - That his Uncle Peter Swick was a Lieutenant in the army of the same time under Gen. Maxfield, - That he cannot ascertain anyone now living who has a knowledge of his having served, - That his discharge was signed by a colonel whose name he cannot now remember, but that afterwards it was lost and that afterwards he got a certificate from Capt. John Maxfield signed by him and Peter Swick and two other persons, and further saith not.

Queen Anne, who well understood the policy of England, to retain her own subjects at home, encouraged the emigration of Germans, sent some of those whom she had invited in 1708 and 1709, to Virginia; settled them above the falls of the Rappahannock, in Spotsylvania county, where they commenced a town, called Germanna. The locality was unpropitious. They moved some miles further up the river where they soon drove well. From this settlement they spread into several counties in Virginia, and into North Carolina.

Joseph Ross was born in 1750 in Westfield, NJ and died in 1838 in Cincinnati, OH at the home of his daughter, Joanna Ross. Some records say he was buried at Pleasant Ridge, Cincinnati. Others say at the Methodist Episcopal Church of Madisonville, Hamilton Co., OH. Some believed he moved to Cincinnati when he was 80. He served in the Revolutionary War and received a pension in 1831 at the age of 84. Emory Armstrong Ross, his great grandson, records his family in Genealogy and Biography Sketch of the Ross Family 1764,. His children were: Stephen Ross, b. 1772 in New Jersey. Stephen married Mary Clark, b. 1773. They married in Westfield, NJ in 1793. They lived in NJ until 1795; Joanna Ross married Jonathan Robinson; Daughter who married Mr. Sweke and lived in Canada. (This must be Mary Ross and Mr. Sweke must be Peter Swick); Daughter (this must be Elizabeth Ross) who married Peter Melick and lived in Canada. They had Joseph and Katy.

(This information comes from the Ross book. The information regarding Mary’s father as being John Ross is incorrect. The information regarding her mother as Mary Clark is incorrect).


From Lowell Thomas, “Joseph Ross married Margaret Willams 30 Nov 1767 in the Westfield Presbyterian Church”.

Brenda Young writes,  “(Joseph Ross) had Stephen, Joanna married Jonathan Robinson, a daughter married Mr. Sweke and lived in Canada and a daughter married Peter Melick and lived in Canada.  The Mr. Sweke is Peter Swick.  Joseph Ross is a name in both the Peter Swick and Peter Melick families in Ontario.  Joseph Ross Melick donated the cemetery where they all ended up being buried--Melick Cemetery. I wish the person who sent it to me would of continued the family so I could follow it in Ohio.  This is why the 1st generation of the Peter Swick and Peter Melick families did not inter-marry in Ontario.  The wives were sisters, Mary Ross and Elizabeth Ross.”

Mt. Bethel Evangelical Lutheran Church (the Swack church), Lebanon Township, Hunterdon County. Founded 1844; built 1844; abandoned 1896. “The ruined remains of this church, built in 1844, is one of the most obscure in Hunterdon County, deserving only the barest of mentions in Snell’s history, even during the days when it flourished. Even the cemetery is neglected. It is known to a few today, and in its time, as the Swack church, for the mason who built it, one Jacob Swackhammer or “Stuttering Jake” as he 

was called. When a New York minister was denied the pastorship of the Lutheran church in Oldwick, he determined to get even by building his own a dozen miles away. When he left for another church, this congregation declined slowly until it was sold to the Albright 

Methodist congregation, who could not pay for it; the church was eventually sold to the 

Spruce-Run Lutheran church, which operated it as an outpost from 1864 until 1896. Some local residents want to tear the remaining walls down, as the cost of stabilization is high”.

The Argument for 1766:

Brenda Young of Canada writes, “My Peter died in 1856.  Head stone states age 90, which would make him born 1766, and Birds family bible states age 86, which would put him born 1770.  The late Margaret Covert who had worked on the Swick family for years stated in a letter to me about my Peter Swick:  "If Peter Swick had been married in the Straw Church where the Melicks were so numerous then I would say Peter definitely was the son of Martin Swick and Elizabeth.  If Peter and Mary were married in the Bethlehem Church, no problem. He is the son of Peter Swick and Anna.  But this nasty man was married in Greenwich Presbyterian Church.  This church is about a mile from the Straw Church. The churches were originally farther apart and the Straw church was an offshoot."  “When Margaret (Covert) died we were still trying to locate original material for proof.  She thought for sure that my Peter was the son of Peter until I started sending her different original material from Ontario.  Like Mary Ross was the sister of Elizabeth Ross who married a Peter Melick and both families settled in Ontario next door to each other.”(Sce. Brenda Young). 

Brenda Young writes, “Peter Swick and his best friend Peter Melick came to Canborough Township, Haldimand County from New Jersey about 1800. Peter Melick was married to an Elizabeth Ross. Peter Swick was married to a Mary Ross. It is believed that Elizabeth and Mary were sisters since the two families did not intermarry in the first generation in Canborough. From the tombstone in the Melick Cemetery, Haldimand County- Peter Swick died 7/1/1856 so he was 90 years old and a native of New Jersey. The transcribed Birdsall Family Bible states that Peter Turk died at home of his son Peter, Jr. Tuesday morning 7/1/1856 age 86 years. “I have only a copy of the Bible in print and notes in the pages  say that Turk should be Swick.” The Bible also says that Peter Turk immigrated from New Jersey in Spring of 1800 from Greenwhich, New Jersey age 30 years old with Peter Melick first settlers pioneers in Canborough Twp., Haldimand Co. Census Peter is living with John and Erastus and he is 78 years old, a farmer, born USA and Presbyterian in religion. Both Peter and Mary are buried in the Melick Cemetery, Canborough Twp., Haldimand Co., ON. It is said that Mary was one of the first burials in the Melick Cemetery. Peter was in Captain Charles Askin 3rd Regiment, Lincoln Militia {MG 19, A 3, Vol. 41} and it appears that Mary as well as some of the other wives went with the regiment to cook and wash clothes. The wives and children appear in the Askin papers as receiving rations. Their children appear from the month of May 1813”. 


 “On page 30, Elizabeth Ross, widow of Peter Melick, was buried beside her husband in 1839. The oldest son, Joseph Ross Melick donated a portion of the land in the corner of his farm as a free public burying ground. In the history “Canboro Township, 1850 - 1950”, it is noted on page 9 that there are early school attendance records and November 13, 1809 and February 2, 1811 Peter Swick, Peter Melick, Joseph Trudo, John Allair, Benjamin Canby, Matthew Lymburner [plus many more] are all listed as attending school. Since many of the children of these people were not born yet it is believed that the fathers and other adults were attending the school”.


Brenda Young states, “The Assessment for 1842 in Canborough Township shows that Peter Swick,  and Erastus had 220 acres on Lot 2, Block LWP15. Joseph had 7 acres and John had 10 acres both on the same property as Peter Swick, Sr. #6007, Bargain and Sale in Canborough Twp., Haldimand Co., Ontario, Canada agreed to 15 Feb. 1817 and registered 9 Oct. 1821 Benjamin Canby to Peter Swick part of Lot 15, Concession 1,250 acres. #7322 Bargain and Sale agreed to -17 Feb. 1846 and registered 12 April 1859 Samuel Birdsall to Peter Swick, Sr. SW Part Lot 15 Concession 128 acres”.

A few Mennonites arrived in America in 1683 and lived in the Germantown area of Philadelphia, the oldest settlement in the U.S. More arrived in the early 1700s.  Philadelphia became the port of preference for Amish and Mennonite immigrants.  Many of them lived briefly in the village of Germantown but then moved on to other parts of Pennsylvania, Virginia and Ohio. Today the largest concentrations of Mennonites are found in Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Kansas, California, and Virginia. How did the Mennonite Church begin? During the Protestant Reformation in the 16th century, Martin Luther and Ulrich Zwingli led a movement separating from the Roman Catholic Church. Small groups of reformers throughout Europe felt the existing church did not meet God's standards or the needs of the people. In 1525, in the middle of this religious upheaval, a small group of young adults who had been meeting for Bible study and prayer in Zurich, Switzerland, felt convicted to re-baptize each other. Their actions were a third way of responding to the Christian message: forming a church around the belief that adults should be baptized on confession of faith and that they should be separated from the world and the state.  During the next decade, a Catholic priest in the north of Holland was observing and carefully following the development and expansion of the ----Anabaptists. In 1536, Menno Simons joined the Anabaptists, whose network was growing in spite of intense persecution to the members and martyrdom for people in leadership. Menno was born in 1496, and was 40 years old when he made the change from Catholic priest to Anabaptist leader. From his studies of the Scriptures, Menno began to write and teach about community, mutual aid, sharing of resources, support to --widows, their children and the poor, sister/brotherhood among believers, simple life-style, nonresistance, nonviolence, and peacemaking . ALLEN COUNTY OHIO - EARLY SETTLERS IN ALLEN COUNTY

Mennonites were among the early settlers of the area. Formed in April 1820 only 17 years after the new state of Ohio was carved from the Northwest Territory, Allen County was organized the same time as neighboring Putnam County to the north and Van Wert to the west. In the northwest section of Allen County, first in Sugar Creek Township and later Marion Township to the west, developed a small but sturdy Mennonite community.


In 1831, the same year in which Sugar Creek Township was formed, John Stemen of Fairfield County, Ohio, came prospecting through the dense hardwood forests to look for suitable site for a home. He lodged and ate his meals with the Indians. He scouted in the southern part of "The Great Black Swamp" that covered 14 northwestern Ohio counties including Allen. Poor drainage and dense forests characterized much of the area. The felling of trees splashed mud and water to great heights. Mosquitoes swarmed. Malaria lurked constantly, awaiting the unsuspecting colonist. But the soil was unbelievably fertile and easily cultivated after it was drained. Here the government had set aside "canal lands" and prospects looked bright for the farmer willing to work hard.


Stemen , son of Mennonite deacon, Peter Stemen, (1771-1856), purchased on August 8, 1831, about 54 acres of land for $69.19, at a rate if $1.25 per acre. He situated one mile west and one-half mile south of the present Salem Church. Being one of the earliest settlers in the western part of the county forced him to cut his own path through the trees. He found treachery and questionable means the white man had by this time spirited away the Indian claims to their hunting grounds in Allen County. Hundreds of Senecas left in 1831, as did most of the Shawnees the following year. One group, the Hog Creek tribe, did not leave Allen County till 1833.


The John and Nancy (Stukey) Stemen family was joined in 1834 by the family of his older brother Christian and Margaret (Moyer) Stemen and their five children. They purchased a tract of land on the banks of the Ottawa River for nearly $3.00 and acre. In 1837 came 66 year old Deacon Peter and Magdalena (Swick)Stemen and paid $1,000 for a quarter section (160 acres) in Marion Township, three miles west and one mile south of Salem Church. The following spring Peter Stemen, Jr. And his wife Mary (Blosser) joined them by purchasing for $1,550 a quarter section adjoining Salem Church. 


In 1841 the pioneers were joined by the deacon's 94-year-old father Christian Stehman (1747-1844) and the family of Peter's brother, Henry and Mary (Berry) Stemen. Henry (1775-1855), an early pioneer in Fairfield County, had been ordained a Mennonite minister in 1809 and bishop in 1820. Daughter Barbara and her husband Samuel Sherrick as well as daughter Magdalena and her husband Henry Sherrick accompanied the bishop's family.  Also at the same time came Deacon John Sherrick (1778-1857) with his wife Mary, David and Eve Campbell, John Burkholder and wife and Joseph Lamen who was single.  Here was the leadership and nucleus for a church.


All of them came from Fairfield County. Earlier, beginning at the turn of the century, the Berrys, Stemens, Sherricks, Brennemans, and others had settled in that central Ohio county. Many of them originated in Rockingham County,Virginia, but some came from Pennsylvania. The 1841 exodus from Fairfield was only the first of other migrations that within several decades seriously depleted Fairfield's Mennonite population but greatly strengthened Allen County's.


One of the family lines represented was the George and Susan (Funk) Berry family who moved to Fairfield in 1816 with their seven children. Susan Funk was a sister to Joseph Funk, noted musician of the Virginia Mennonites in pre-Civil War days. The Berry's oldest daughter Barbara married Henry Brenneman 1791-1866), son of Abraham (1744-1815) and grandson of Melchior Brenneman, Jr.(1718-1794), whose father was the pioneer Melchior Brenneman (1665 - 1737) who arrived in 1717.


Bishop Henry Stemen already had long experienced as a frontier preacher and Mennonite "circuit Rider." He traveled widely by horseback in the Ohio wilderness holding communion services, ordaining bishops, ministers and deacons, and ministering to scattered Mennonites in the counties of Wyandot, Wood, Seneca, Williams, Clark, Logan, Fairfield, and Franklin. Apparently an eloquent speaker, he seems to have been the only Mennonite bishop in western Ohio for a number of years.

In 4/18/1877 the Fairfield County Deeds (Ohio) show a John Swick of Licking Co. , OH bought for $150 a claim deed for the property in Richland Twsp. The estate of William Baker. John Swick went to Illinois about 1835 so 1877 in Ohio needs an explanation. John Swick did marry William Conrad Bakers daughter in 1823 in Ohio. So it appears that the 1877 record is not for 1877.

From Our Ancestry, by Veryl Seaman, Trafford, Canada, 2002 she says on page 63, that Grandpa’s mother was a Baker (Mary Ellen Baker) from Philadelphia, the daughter of a very wealthy family. The Bakers owned a lot of real estate in the down town area of Philadelphia. Due to a huge fire in the downtown area all records were completely destroyed in the City Hall. All records and a claim could never be proven though it has been attempted several times.

Paroled on 8 July 1863, reported to Camp Parole, MD on 9 July 1863. Returned to his Regiment on 5 Oct 1863. He received a gun shot wound in the left shoulder with the ball entering just above the superior angle of scapular, passing downward, forward and outward exiting the body near the anterior surface of the head of the humerous with the ball exiting on the field. He died at 3rd Division Hospital in Alexandria, VA. He was 41 at the time of his death. His wife, Elizabeth (Harper) Swick, filed for a pension on 17 August 1864 and her their two minor children, Emily and John, filed for a pension claim through their legal guardian upon Elizabeth's death in 1873. He was also promoted to Corporal (April 1863) and reduced to Private (April 1864)”.(Sce. SGT Brent Reidenbach, Strength Manager, 325-4504 (DSN 221).

“Swick, A. (Amos) L. - who has for many years been a resident of Vernon County, passed away at 9:20 o'clock Friday morning at his home five and a half miles southwest of Nevada. Mr. Swick was seventy-five years old. The deceased was born in Rose Hill, Ill; but when he was two years old was taken by his parents to Ohio, were he was reared. He moved to Missouri shortly after his twenty-first birthday. On January 9, 1882, Mr. Swick was married to Miss Gertrude Selover in Otterville and to them was born eleven children, all of whom survive their father. Mrs. Swick survives her husband and their children are: Mrs. Zora Summers, C.W. Swick, and Mrs. Vern Davis of Nevada; W.S. Swick of Denver, Colo.; George Swick of Omaha, Neb.; Walter Swick and Lee Swick of Lincoln, Neb.; John Swick of Newcastle, Neb.; Mrs. Harry Johnson of Kansas City; Mrs. William Perry of Cheyenne, Wyo.; and Mrs. James Lewis of Detroit, Mich.; with the exception of three sons, all of the children were with their father when he died, and all will be here for the funeral services. Mr. Swick also leaves five brothers and two sisters and several Grandchildren and Great-Grandchildren. Funeral services for Mr. Swick will be held at 2 o'clock Sunday afternoon at the Swick home southwest of Nevada and will be conducted by the Rev. Huell Warren, pastor of the First Christian Church. Interment will be made in Moore's Cemetery". (Sce. Jasper County Newspaper).

              “Amos was living with his wife Gertrude and GRANDSON named Gerald.  Amos is  73, Gertrude is 67 and grandson is 13. This Amos was born in Illinois but  his parents were born in Ohio.  Gertrude was born in Missouri and her father was born in Ohio and her mother in Pennsylvania.  Gerald was born in Missouri and for father it states United States and Missouri for his mother. Amos was a farmer.  It states that he was married at the age of 24 and for Gertrude it states she was 18 or 19.  I believe it to be 19 though.  They lived next to the Emery Family and Duncan family.” (Sce. Pat Irvine).      

Gertrude’s parents were Warren Slover (1829) and Sarah Fordney. Warren’s parents were John Selover (b. 2/19/1793 in Middlesex County, NJ) and Millicent Cook (b. 8/5/1796) in Cayuga (now Tompkins) County, New York. Warren and Sarah were married in 1850 in Mt. Vernon, OH. Their children were: Mary Slover (2/9/1851 in Knox County, OH), Ellen Slover (2/28/1854), John Caspar Slover (6/24/1860 in Rose Hill, MO), and Gertrude Slover. He Moved with his wife's family to Minnesota; then to Rose Hill, Missouri; then to Otterville, Cooper County, Missouri.  Military: He enlisted 23 Sep 1861 at Otterville as a private in Turley's Independent Militia Company. (81st Ohio Vol Infantry) Sent as a guide for General Pope, 20 Oct 1861. Served as a spy for the Union Army throughout the war. In 1865, going to Camden, Arkansas to buy a home, was never heard from again. Military: The 81st Ohio Volunteer Infantry: Organized in September, 1861, under Colonel Thomas Morton, it joined General Fremont in Missouri, and performed severe service in Northern Missouri during the winter. In March, 1862, it was transferred to the army at Pittsburg Landing, and participated both days in the battle of Shiloh. After the evacuation of Corinth it operated in the vicinity until September, when it moved towards Luka, again returned and fought at the battle of Corinth. The Regiment remained about Corinth until June, 1863, making many raids in the interior, when it moved into Tennessee and performed Garrison duty until the spring of 1864. It then joined Sherman's movement upon Atlanta. The 81st participated in nearly all the battles through to Atlanta, and after the fall of that city marched to the sea. It moved through the Carolinas and after the surrender of Johnston marched to Washington, then to Louisville and was mustered out July 13th, 1865. 

As stated, Warren served as a spy for the Union Army throughout the war and was in Little Rock in 1865 intending to buy a home in Camden, Arkansas but was never again heard from. Warren’s parents were John and Millicent Selover , who married in Tompkins County, NY. John’s death was 11/1871 in Shelby, Illinois. His parents were Isaac Selover (b. 9/30/1759 in South River, NJ, d. 12/25/1829 in Tompkins County, NY) and Mehitable Letts (b. 1/25/1765 in NJ).  John and Millicent’s children were: John Riley Slover (b. 1/8/1824 in Einfield, NY), Oliver Henry Slover (b. 3/22/1831 in Tompkins County, NY), Hannah Slover, Charles Slover (b. 1/8/1826 in Tompkins County, NY), Harriet Slover  (b. 1828 in Tompkin County, NY), Warren Slover, Richmond Slover (b. 5/10/1832 in Ulysses Township, NY), Susan Slover (b. 3/17/1836) and Mary Jane Slover (b. 10/18/1838 in Tompkins County, NY). Mehitable died and John married Mary Cokonwer (b. 2/19/1820). Isaac died12/25/1829 in Tompkins County, NY where Mehitable Letts died 8/5/1846 at age 80 in Trumansburg, NY and is buried in the Log Meetinghouse Cemetery and the spelling of the name is Sealover. Isaac and Mehitable were married in 1780 in New Jersey. They had 9 children. Isaac Selover’s parents were Lucas Selover (b. 12/31/1730 in NJ) and  Neeltje. Lucas died 1776 in New York. Lucas parents were Daniel Selover (b. 10/12/1704 in New Amsterdam, NY) and Helenah Schermerhorn (b. 8/18/1704 in Poughkeepsie, NY). Lucas and Neeltje had 9 children one of them being Isaac. Lucas held the rank of Lieutenant in Captain Waglum’s company, 2nd Regiment, Middlesex County, NJ, He was taken prisoner after the battle of Long Island, Aug. 1776 and died of yellow fever aboard a British ship. Lucas was buried overboard. Estimates of the dead from prison ships exceed 11,000. The British anchored old ships in the bay to serve as prisons. The Jersey, the most notable prison ship housed as many as 1,000 men. The starving and freezing men suffered from small pox and other diseases. Lucas’ father Daniel Selover died 11/12/1759 in New York City, NY. Daniel married Helenah Schermerhorn 9/3/1726 in Middlesex County, NJ. Daniels parents were Isaac Slover (b. 1660 in Zeeland Povince, The Netherlands) and Judith Waldron (b. 12/22/1675 in NY).They had 6 children of which Lucas was in the middle. His mom’s father was Lucas Jacobse Schermerhorn (b. 1676 in Albany, NY) and Elizabeth Damen (b. 1676. Elizabeth’s father was Jan Cornelius Damen, a very early settler of Brooklyn and an original signer of the Patton of Brooklyn. Her mother was Fytie (Sophia) Martens). Lucas mother’s side had only two children. Helenah was  the second. Her grandfather was Jacob Janse Schermerhorn (b. 1622 in Schermerhorn, Waterland, Noord Holland, Netherlands) and her grandmother was Jannetie Egmont (b. 1633 in Noord Holland. Jannetie’s father was Cornelis Segerse Egmont Van Voorhout.) Now Daniel’s mom, Judith Waldron, had a father named Daniel Waldron (b. 1650 in Amsterdam) and her mother was Sarah Rutgers (b. 1643 in Esopus. Sarah’s parents were Rutger Williamsen Van Langendyck and Gysbertie Martyns, b. 1/7/1738). Daniel Waldron’s parents were Joseph Waldron, whose father was Resolved Waldron, (b. 4/4/1649) and mother was Annetje Daniels. Daniel Waldron lived on the west side of Broad Street between Wall and Beaver Streets. While serving in the city guards during the Leisler troubles, Daniel lost an eye and was seriously injured by a premature discharge of a “great gone” on 3/19/1691. The Waldron’s were an English Puritan family that went to Holland and intermarried with the Dutch for several generations. Joseph Waldron, Daniel’s father , married Aeltje Hendricks Koehk. Then he married Annetje Daniels and immigrated to America. Now Isaac Slover, Daniel’s father died in 1715 in Flatbush, Kings County, NY. And Isaac Slover’s father was Isaac Seloivre (b. 1634 in Holland). His mom was Susanna Sohier (b. 1638 in Holland). Now Isaac Slover first married Hester Van Leuvenigh (whose father was John Van Leuvenigh and grandfather was Eberhard van Luevenich). Isaac Slover and Hester had 3 children. Then Isaac married Jannekan van Wilkenhof (b. 1657 in NY). They had 3 children. Then Isaac married Judith Waldron (b. 12/26/1675.
