Much thanks from Dennis A. Swick goes to the names listed below in this research. It should also be stated that LDS is an abbreviation for the Latter Day Saints. The number of their microfilm is listed just in case a check wants to be made. Dennis A. Swick has been searching the name Zwick and the name Wolle in Germany. As of 4/2/2006, he has still not been able to locate the whereabouts of Veronica Wolle, b. 1672, or her husband Mathys Zwick, b. 1674, and their children. They are suppose to be from Erlenbach, Germany.
The Wolles, Wolls, Wahls, etc. 


According to The Palatine Families of New York – 1710, University City, Ca. 1985, Vol. 1-2, by Henry Z. Jones, shows that Matthew Zwick, aged 35, in 1709 (in the London lists) and his wife is known as Veronica Wolle “Zwickin”. On page 850 of Vol. 2, when Mathys Swik died in 1710 after arriving in New York, Veronica Wolle married Ludwig Leicht on Dec. 7, 1713 (N.Y. City Ref. Chbk.).

Now according to different genealogical lists and other possibilities found Veronica’s last names could be Wolle, Woll, Wollen, Wahl, Voll, Wullin, and Woell.


Ann Scott (Palatines to America) writes, “Dennis,"Veronica" was adopted into German use from Latin and Greek. "Vroni" is a short-form variant of it that one often sees in German records—a nickname. St. Veronica was supposed to have been the woman who handed Christ her head cloth on his way to Calvary to mop his brow--and as the story goes, when he handed it back, it bore his indelible image. Her Saint's day is 12 July. German children born on a Saint's Day were often, but not always, named for that saint; thus it is possible that Veronica was born 12 July. The reason you see her

name so seldom in church records of the early 1700s, etc., is that at that time in Germany most girls were named for the greater Saints Anna, Maria, and Katherina--just as virtually every boy was named Johann something or Johannes, in either case to honor St. John the Baptist”.


Mark Wahl writes, “Wahl means "choice" in German. An election there is an “Auswahl.” Sounds like Wolle and Wahl are really different names. My great grandfather Jacob Wahl was a Russian-German who immigrated to Minnesota. The Russian Germans came mainly from Alsace bordering France (sometimes called Lorraine). I have examined superficially the info on the Web about Russian-Germans but have barely scratched the surface. Dale Lee Wahl has done much more and may be able to answer your questions”.

Ann Scott states that Wolle means Wool in German, taken from www.teleauskunft.de. Peter C. Zwick writes from the Dictionary of American Family Names that the word Wolle means “a dealer (worker) in wood”. In Norwegian it is spelled “volle”.The name Woll/Wahl/Wolle is important because Matthys Zwick was married to Veronica Wolle, born 1672. Markus Weidenbach of Germany writes, “Woll, Wolle, Wohl, Wahl - these are again quite common names in Germany. The 1996 phone directories give 886 Woll, 254 Wolle, 217 Wohl and 3,780 Wahl entries - too many entries to connect one surname to a certain area. But the name Woll seems to be concentrated on southwestern Germany, that is the Palatinate and the northern parts of Baden and Wuerttemberg. The number indicates there are several Woll clans being independent one from another”.


Henry Z. Jones, Jr., Fellow, American Society of Genealogists, writes “…the juxtaposition of names on unalphabetised lists can be HUGE clues to origins when the documents are examined in their original form. As shown in my new three volume set Even More Palatine Families, which for the first time transcribes the largely unalpha- betised Journal section of the Hunter Subsistence Lists 1710-12, Veronica Zwick is listed in August of 1710 near Anna Mar. Stambuch (who came from Kaiserslautern) and Nicolaus Bason and Simon Ehrhardt who also came from villages nearby. Very often these families stuck closely together after their arrival in NY, enabling me to eventually document them overseas in the same villages and towns. So this is why I think the Erlenbach near Kaiserslautern is the one which holds the bigger chance to be the correct village. Time will tell.”


To this, Markus Weidenbach of Germany writes, “Regarding this analysis I wouldn't say Veronica Wolle came from Kaiserslautern before the parish books of the Heilbronn area are examined. As I stated before, the passenger lists might contain
hints about people's origin, but the sequence might also be at random.”


On LDS microfilm #865623, St. Stephen Catholic Church, Konstanz, Switzerland 1577-1813, read by Dennis A. Swick, were: 1633- Nicholas Wulle; 1646- Catharine Wullin; 1659- An Mar Wulli; and 1665- Mar Magr Wullin.

Regarding Lutheran Church  records from  Speyer is the name Woll. In Speyer records there is LDS microfilm #82390207 of  Zentralarchiv, Speyer-Wolfstein, Bayern, Hornbach- 1695-1725 (from different churches), read by Dennis A. Swick. 1704- Mathias Woll, Saarbrucken (Catholic) married in St. John’s Lutheran Church in Homburg. Wilhelm Schuhmacher of Grossbundenbach married Anna Margaretha Woll. They had: Maria Magdalena Woll 1/23/1772 in Grossbundenbach, Rheinland, Pfalz; Mathias Woll of Saarbrucken of Catholic Religion married Maria Catharina Hauswald, 5/10/1774 of the St. Johann Lutheran Church in Homburg. On LDS microfilm #193824, Lutheran Church, Edenkoben, Rhineland, Pfalz, read by Dennis A. Swick, is a town near Kaiserslautern. It lists Woll. It has 26 Woll’s listed from 1815- Anna Barbara Woll to 1826- Maria Philippina Woll.


Also near Kaiserslautern on LDS microfilm #1201665 is Hambach, Neustadt, 1639-1700, read by Dennis A. Swick, 1729- baptism of Ferdinand Wolle (Genweiler). His parents were Johann Wolle and Anna Apollonia. Genweiler is found in the Moselle region of France. Also on this microfilm was the name Wahl 6 times starting with 1660-Catharina Wahl and ending with 1662- Nicholaus Wahl.


On LDS microfilm #1050633, Name Index, Kaiserslautern, Reformed Church book, 1794, read by Dennis A. Swick, it had: b. 1677- Hans Velten Wahl and listed 2 children born 1715 and 1735.


On LDS microfilm #1659452 – Otterberg (Kaiserslautern), Lutheran, Nuenkirchen, 1746-1798, read by Dennis A. Swick, Johannes Wohl, reformed. Father: Adam Wohl married Elisabetha Appel on 2/5/1784. Father: Johannes Appel. The children were: Elisabeth Amalia Wohl, b. 7/9/1665 and Mattheus Wohl, b. 5/29/1671. 

On LDS microfilm #720080 Kaysersberg, France. 1655-1782, read by Dennis A. Swick, 1662- Joseph Zickel son of Martin Zwickel (could be Zwickel); 1664- Georg Joannes Burchardt, son of Paulus Burchart and Maria; 1665- Maria Elizabeth Zicklin, daughter of Martin Zickl (could be Zwickl) and Baalburgis Flachin;1691- Maria Elizabeth Wolle, parents: Johann Wolle and Ana Maria Vismindin; 1692- Antonius Wolle, parents: Johann Jacob Wolle and Ottilia Folzin, patrino: Joannes Wolle; and 1695- Maria Elisabeth Wollin. 


Now it is thought that the Wolle surname would be in Basel. On LDS microfilm #921213, Reformed Church, Basel, Switzerland, 1274 to 1915 read by Dennis A.Swick, there wasn’t any surnames of Wolle, but there was in April 16, 1554, Johannes Züi… (I can’t make out the letters), parents: Martin Züi…(I can’t make out the letters) and Margaretha but that was all.


On www.online-ofb.de/famreport.php?ofb=buggingen in Buggingen, Thüringen, Germany from Ekke Burde, it had: Johannes Wüllen, born in 1638 in Basel, Switzerland. His parents were: Hans Wüllin and Anna Zwickart. His brothers and sisters were all born in Basel and run from 1640 to 1656.

Thomas Wolle writes, “All the Wolles I know are related to my family. Although many of my relatives moved away in recent years, our background lies in the east of
Thuringia (Thüringen). I know that there are other relatives in the Ruhrdistrict (Ruhrgebiet), but they are far away concerning family status (I think it's the cousin of my grandfather). The parents of my father are Walter and Cäcilia Wolle. My grandfather
Walter died around twenty years ago and I hardly have any memories of
him. I don't know exactly when Walter and Cäcilia got married, but I think it was in Stadtroda”.

Rainer Henrich of Switzerland writes of Basel and the Wolle name, “In Basel Staatsarchiv I checked a huge card file (based on old charters and  church books) as well as the extensive, but hardly legible notes of a  certain Mr. Lotz about old Basle families. As it seems, Zwicks lived in Basle until the 16th century only, at least there were no later notes. A certain Hans Zwick married Margaretha Hofmann in 1554, someone with the 
same name married Chrischona Diebolt in April 1565. Names similar to Wolle appear more often: Anna Wülle, married to Leonhard Rudin 1634; Anna Wolling, married to Heinrich Hofmann 1635; Anna Wullen, married to Jakob Bippich before 1690; Bartli Wolley, married to Catharina ... before 1590; Christian Wüllin, married to Ottilia Freyburger around 1677; Hans Wulli, married to A. Zwickhardt before 1638; Margaretha Wüll(in), married to Johann Lininger before 1633; and Samuel Wullin, married to Margret Schnider 1602. As it seems, the Wülle's were not an old Basle family, but some of them lived there, coming from somewhere else”. It is interesting that the last name Schneider is also important with the name Zwicks as the were connected.

On the LDS microfilm #922528 St. Martin Reformed Church, Basel, Switzerland, 1663-1762 , read by Dennis A. Swick, in 1663, Theourdous Wolle was born who married Catherin Mart. His father was Johannes Rudolf Wollen. Lucas Burkardus is listed as a witness. In the same year Thomas Wolin was born who married Magdalena. His father was Theodorus Wolle. Later in the same microfilm there is in 1693 listed Johannes Wolleb, father: Matthey Wolleb and Hans Haup Jacob Wolleb. Now it isn’t for certain that Wolle and Wolleb are the same family, and it must be remembered that some 30 years had passed between the listings of each name. Then in 1692, there is Daniel Wolleb, father: M. Alexander Wolleb. And in the beginning of this particular microfilm is listed M. Alexander Wollebius, Reformed Church, 1686 and Rev. Dr. Wollebio, 1714 – Ecclesia Germanica and Genevense. And also in this LDS microfilm #865623, St. Stephen Catholic Church, Konstanz- 1577-1813 were: 1633- Nicholas Wulle; 1646- Catharine Wullin; 1659- An Mar Wulli; 1665- Mar Magr Wullin. 

Regarding the name Woll/Wolle/Voll,  Peter C. Zwick sends from the Auswanderungen, Aus Rheinpfalz und Saarland, by Werner Hacker: M. Margarete Woolin, from Ohlsbrüchen (Brüchen am Ohmbach) married in Ulm to J. Mich. Dech, date listed: 1784 married, Living in Hungary; Johann Wolle, from Weisenburg/Layisch, date listed: 1786 living in Hungary; Nikolaus Wolle, from StIngbert/Dürkheimisch, date listed: 1785 living in Hungary. And Peter C. Zwick sends from the Auswanderungen aus Baden und Breisgau, by Werner Hacker Karoline:  Voll, from Karlsruhe, date given: 1803 living in Prussia.


Dennis A. Kastens (dakastens@sbcglobal.net) says the Wahl’s also appeared in Niederschlettenbach which is near Busenberg. Philip Wahl, b. 1696, d. 9/6/1742 resident of Niederschlettenbach (son of Theobald Wahl II, (1671) married Katharina Zeholtz, b. 1698, d. 1/16/1755 in 1721. Children: Philipp Jacob Wahl, b. 1722, d. 7/28/1729; Johann David Wahl, b. 6/21/1724. Married on 2/10/1755 Maria Ottilia Stadelmann, d. 6/10/1764 (dau. Jacob Stadelmann of Erlenbach); Joseph Wahl, b. 1733, d. 2/20/1737; Susanna Wahl, b. 2/26/1736, d. 4/10/1766. Married Johannes Mertz on 7/6/1761; Maria Anna Wahl, b. 1738. Married Franz Stark, b. 1738, d. 1772, on 7/10/1764.

 
He also states, “Mr. Swick,  In a Bruchweiler document in Speyer dated 6/24/1574 is Verena (short for Veronica), wife of Hans SCHIED (c.1510-by 1574 +Bruchweiler) in a real estate transaction concerning her Bruchweiler property (probate) upon the passing of her husband. She was still living at the time, and she also appears in the 1547/48 Bruchweiler census, which shows that her name was in the area already over 450 years ago. Veronica was commonly used among the Swiss who spoke German, and it is also found in the Alsace region.”


Later Dennis A. Kastens  writes, “I found an interesting WOLLE entry while searching in the Wingen, Alsace Lutheran records.   In the Wingen Lutheran Baptisms for 1685 (when the pastor there also was serving Vorderweidenthal, Germany); 10 August, Hans Heinrich Dausmann,  24 July  (old/new style), son of Hans Wendelin Dausmann and Anna Maria uxor, Sponsors: Hans Jacob Ladenberger of Obersch-lettenbach, Heinrich (?) Kuhlhard : Schneider , Bartholomaeus Christmann from Darstein, Anna Dorothea Bornagius, the pastor's wife, of Wingen, Anna Sybilla Wahl(in) (WOLLE?) of Erlenbach, and Catharine Jagen.  Deus eidem adsol huis gratia 1685.The baptism occured in the Vorderweidenthal Lutheran Church. Since Wolle appears with female entries, it is possible that the actual surname is WOLL(E) which also can be spelled Wahl. This substantiates a surname similar to WOLLE in Erlenbach by 1685.”(Sce. http://www.kastensinc.com/neuhart/). On LDS microfilm #193201 Vorderweidenthal, Germany, Protestant Church, 1684-1910, read by Dennis A. Swick,  1733- Johannes Jacob Zwick, parents: Jacob Zwick and Maria Barbara. No Wahl’s were seen in the list.


Another place near in the area by Kaiserslautern is Südlicher, Saarland. Josef Besch Josef.Besch@t-online.de and Robert Schmitt  present to following on  www.genealogienetz.de. There are 43 Wolls. There is Matthias Woll who married Katherine Kessler, b. 2/14/1674 in Illingen. They married 5/2/1696. (This is interesting because Veronica Wolle was born 1672 and probably got married near 1696 as her first daughter, Anna Margarita Zwick was born 1697) and go to Anna Maria WOLL, born 3/25/1898 in Breiten - St. Wendel. Some of the sites named are: Gennweiler, Dodweiler dim Wadern, Breiten, Selbach, St. Wendel, Ottweilwer, Urexweiler, Demerkungen, Bemerkunger, Lockweiler, Klüsserath, Osburg, Oberlöstern, Lockweiler, Landsweiler, Klüsserath, Altenkessel, Schiffweiler, and Dillingen or Illingen, Kaisen, Sarre, Germany.

Also in Südlicher, Saarland , Josef Besch and Robert Schmitt give the surname


of Wahl as well. And it is interesting to see Homburg is mentioned as well as Wadern which appeared for the Wolls. There are 31 Wahls listed from  Anna Barbara Wahl in 1695 in Oberlinxweiler to Franz Wahl who died in 1869 in Wadern. Some of the cities named are: Nohfelden, Naurath, Wadern, Sötern, Heimbach, Wetzlar, Homburg – Bäcker, and Oberlinesweiler.

The surname Wahl also appears in LDS microfilm #1195636 Prostestant Church,

Welzheim, Ravensburg, near Stuttgart, Germany 1561-1930, read by Dennis A. Swick. 1890- Johannes Knodler married Anna Maria Wahl; 1890- Griffin Wahl married Catharina Dahlacker; 1899- Griffin Wahl married Sardina; 1928- Georg Wahl married Rosine Schinleba; 1874- Gottfried Wahl married Anna Maria. And there are other names connected to the Zwicks in this Protest Church. 1570- Conrad Burckhard appears; 1600- Barbara Weber, father: Stoffit Lany Weber; 1889- Johann Schneider and Kernotina; 1895- Earl August Burkhart and Charotte; 1868- Johann Rapp and Catharina; 1871- Gottlieb Rapp and Maria Verona.


Dr. Stefan Wolle of Germany writes, “My father, Dr. Helmut Wolle, was born in Halle/Saale in 1923. He was historian and author. His father, Ernst Wolle, died in 1965. He was born in Mansfeld, was soldier and worked post the World War One by railway in
Halle/Salle. His father, my grandfather, was copper-miner in Mansfeld. His family lived since the 17th century in the region of Mansfeld and the men worked in copper-mines”. 


On LDS microfilm #1676553, Bayern, Hornbach, Reformed church, 1926-1945, read by Dennis A. Swick, there was the following: Wilhelm Woll von Grossbudenbach and Anna gave birth to 1772 Maria Magdalena Woll; Ludwig Wilhelm Wahl in Pirmassens married Elisabeth and had: 1750-Anna Elisabeth Wahl in Grossbudenbach; Matthias Woll in Saarbrücken of Catholic church married in 1774 in Homburg, Maria Catharina Hauswald in St. Johann Lutheran Church.


On LDS microfilm #1659580, Homburg, Reformed church, 1926-1945, read by Dennis A. Swick, there was the following:


On LDS microfilm #1238198 Protestant, Hohensadt, Aldesheim, 1694-1798, Walter Bohrer, Hinterweidenthal, read by Dennis A. Swick, it had: 1923- Linnfs Woll; 1785-Barbara Wahl in Ingweiler; 1770- Johann Wahl in Lothringen and had
5 children born in Homburg; 1780- Johann Wahl married Ann Maria Bertin in Kirnberg and had 8 children; Theobald Wahl married Anna Catharina Steffen in 1728 and had 2 children. 1729- Hans Adam N. married Christina Wohl in Homburg.


On LDS microfilm #1195636, Protestant, Wetzheim, Ravensburg, 1561-1930,  read by Dennis A. Swick, it had: 1561- Jorg Woll.

On LDS microfilm #1336641 Protestant, Erbach, (Erlenbach included),Darmstadt, 1600-1694, 1830-1875, read by Dennis A. Swick, it had: 
1831- Elizabeth Woell , and had 3 Woell’s listed afterwards, and 1846- Katharine Woll and had 3 Woll’s listed afterwards.


On LDS microfilm #1270403, Catholic, Hamburg, Hohe, 1652-1701,  read by Dennis A. Swick, it had: 1859- Andreas Voll, 1861- Johannes Woll, and 1862- Matthia Voll.
And on http://freepages.genealogy.rootsweb.com/~monajo/rieckmann/wolle.htm
It presents the Wolle family. The data comes from Ebstorf church records, as found in the archives in Uelzen. (1) Johann Wolle born in Amte Ehrenbt married Anna Ilise Westermann in 1701 in Hanstedtf. They had: (2). Christoffer Wolle in 1701. He had (3). Christian Heinrich Wolle, b. 1738 married Anna Jacobs in 1764. They had: (4)
