





	I John Gregory of the town of Waynesbrough and county of Augusta do hereby make my last will and testament in manner & form following, that is to say.





	1st I desire that the perishable part of my estate be immediatly sold after my desease, and out of the monies araising therefore all my just debts and funeral espenses be paid. Should the perishable part of my property prove insufficent then I desire that my executor hereafter named may rent & lease all my real estate until the profits arising therefore shall be sufficent to pay  and satisfy all my just debts that shall remain unpaid out of the sales of my perishable property.





	2ndly I desire after all my just debts is paid that all my real estate be rented or leased for the use behalf & benefit of my wife Kitturah with all the profits therefore araising during her natural life, and at the decease, I bequeath to the heirs of my sister Catherine Hesterson the one half of my real estate, to be equally divided amongst them & the other half to my wife to dispose of as she may think proper and lastly I do hereby constitue and appoint my wife Kitturah executrixes of this my last will and testament, hereby revoking all former wills or testaments by me heretofore made in witness whereof I have hereinto set my hand and seal this seventeenth day of November in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty eight.
