That event, Energy Crisis 2000, the extorted price of PV and the terrorist violence of 9|11|01 dramatically reveal why suppression of BI-PV from the marketplace is a national security risk. In remembering where we have come from, we seek to increase awareness and new insight into where we are going, and what needs to be done to make the evolution of technology and the tremendous vacuum of energy commerce more humane and democratic protecting inventors and the public.  
Our Journey by Horseback for Peace and Building-Integrated Photovoltaics will begin with Pretty Polly at the Georgetown University Intercultural Center.  This poly-crystalline silicon semiconductor solar array is the cornerstone of commercial BI-PV demonstration projects worldwide.
