It covers an area of 26 acres and contains, as well as a royal palace, a magnificent chapel and the homes and workplaces of a large number of people. Keen walkers will explore the Windsor Great Park, too extensive to be a park in the ordinary sense of the word, and while there are some formal gardens and graceful avenues of trees, large sections remain wooded and relatively wild. Giant oaks and beeches flourish, some standing solitary and some in thick clusters – several of the oaks date back to the Norman Conquest.
