Dear Parents,

Fourth grade is a challenging year and I invite you to encourage and help motivate your child every step of the way. 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My class expectations are as follows: I expect proper behavior and adherence to class rules.  Ask your child what these are so you can familiarize your self with them.  I also expect students to work diligently on all assignments.  This means that they should be prepared to complete all assignments to the best of their ability.  Two hallmarks of quality homework are neatness and completeness.  Most projects will be completed in class and are not to be worked on at home.  Each student will be responsible for completing his or her own work and will need to schedule his or her time in class accordingly so each assignment is turned in on time. This also means that they will have the correct supplies to complete assignments.  I have attached a list of supplies needed for each student.  If there is a problem gathering supplies please let me know ASAP so that we can make arrangements for your child.


Homework is an essential part of the learning process. I do not assign busy work.  Each assignment has been carefully selected to help the student succeed in that subject area, and needs to be completed for school by the following morning. Help your child find a quiet spot at home where supplies can be easily found, and homework completed every night.  Your help in motivating students to complete their assignments is priceless.  If your child is absent, they will be responsible for making up the assignments missed.


For students to be successful and confident in their abilities it is essential that parents and teachers to have open communication.
