3. SECRETARY’S REPORT:
March minutes were reviewed and accepted as read. Motioned by CWO (R) Eby and seconded by WO1 Thomas. Motion carried.

4. TREASURER’S REPORT:  The Treasurer distributed copies of the previous financial period statement.  Treasurer made note of the fact that almost all funding invested to sponsor the softball tournament was recovered. Report was accepted subject to audit.  Motioned by CWO (R) Eby  and seconded by CWO Thomas.  Motion carried.

5. VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  

COMMITTEES:   There are currently six active committees; the Hut upgrade, chaired by CWO Leon, the softball tourney committee chaired by the president, the web site committee, chaired by CWO Morris,  the European Regional election ballot & nomination committee, also chaired by the president, and the Grafenwoehr fest committee.


The softball tournament is complete and was considered by all a success.  The president reported that we had an overall loss of $43.  The object of sponsoring this event was to get some advertising for the chapter in the community; it was not expected that we would earn our investment back as we did.  The president thanked everybody that volunteered for their assistance.


The web site.  Committee chairman is not present to provide an update.  The decision that was to be made at this meeting as to whether to move our web page from the Grafenwoehr site to the Geo City site will be delayed until the next meeting.  Anyone who has not done so, please look at our site and the Fort Bragg Site, which is under Geo City, to compare the two. This will help in our decision making process.


The hut upgrade committee chairman, CWO Leon reported that there is still $400.00 avialable for use in fixing up the place.  He then withdrew himself as chairman.  CWO (R) Martell donated two couches and two chairs to the hut. CWO Morris volunteered and was appointed by the President to take over as committee chairman.

The Vilseck fest is coming up on 21-25 May.  The chairman, CWO Gordon will be looking for volunteers to assist in running the booth.  Our booth will be in the same location as previous years.  Please contact CWO Gordon to volunteer. The Vilseck fest is one of our main money making events of the year and allows us to support worthy causes as well as Chapter events.


The European Region election ballot & nomination committee.  The president has the Nomination forms for distribution.  You will find one attached to these minutes.  If  you would like to nominate someone or yourself, please follow the instructions on the form and remember that the nominee must reside within 300 miles of Washington D.C. The president is the chairman and CWO Thomas and WO1 Stewart are assisting committee members.


The Grafenwoehr fest will be the first weekend of August in the same location and selling basically the same items, namely ice cream.  This is our biggest money making events of the year, netting over $5,700 last year.

6.  PRESIDENT’S REPORT: 

The chapter needs to order some more crystal.  Regional is expecting many Reserve Warrant Officers at the next COP.  Additionally, there was much interest expressed at the March COP and thus we are expecting large sales.


If you have received your bundle of six tickets for the Nationals raffle, please purchase them them if you are in a position to do so.  If not, please return the tickets to the President for redistribution.


The March COP was hosted by our chapter here in Grafenwoehr and had an extremely high turnout.  $77.28 from chapter funds and $40.00 from the Presidents fund were spent in hosting the COP.  CWO and Laura Gordon are to be thanked for their work in making the COP both an organizational success as well as a memorable event.  Events and discussions at the COP included;


Warrant Officer memorabilia coffee cups that our chapter had intended to sell to raise funds for Regional will now be conducted by the Hanau Chapter.


The raffle held at the COP raised $215.00 for Regional.  The president consigned for 7 shirts and received approximately $800.00 for previously consigned crystal.


The president obtained 500 tickets for the Warrant Officer ball raffle.  They cost $1.00 a piece. The prizes include a Wide Screen TV for 1st prize, a Digital Video Disk player for 2nd prize, a mini stereo for 3rd prize, and various other prizes.  The 100th ASG has approved the sale of these tickets in the community.  Buyers must be 18 or older and an ID card holder.


Tickets for the Warrant Officer ball on 27 June at Vogelweh will cost $30.00.  Rooms in the BOQ cost approximately $16.00; the BOQ phone number is 480-2445.  Commemorative wine glasses are on order and all in attendance will receive one.

Received a $14.00 rebate check from Nationals which was already voted on to donate to the Warrant Officer museum.  The President has received a letter describing the new Army values. In it, mention was made of the museum and the fact that our chapter had donated our refund to it.

Motioned by CWO Morris, seconded by CWO (R) Eby, to table a request for funds from the Girl Scouts for general operating expenses until after the mailer and all other recipients are identified.  Motion carried.
