3. SECRETARY’S REPORT:
March minutes were reviewed and accepted as read. Motioned by CWO (R) Eby and seconded by WO1 Thomas. Motion carried.

4. TREASURER’S REPORT: The Treasurer distributed copies of the treasury statement for the previous financial period. The treasurer made note of the fact that almost all funding invested to sponsor the softball tournament was recovered. Report was accepted subject to audit.  Motioned by CWO (R) Eby  and seconded by CWO Thomas.  Motion carried.

5. VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  

COMMITTEES:   There are currently six active committees; the Hut upgrade, chaired by CWO Morris, the softball tourney committee chaired by the president, the web site committee, chaired by CWO Morris,  the European Regional election ballot & nomination committee, also chaired by the president, and the Grafenwoehr fest committee, co-chaired by CWO Morris and CWO Carter.


The softball tournament is complete and was considered by all a success.  The president reported that we had an overall loss of $43.  The object of sponsoring this event was to get some advertising for the chapter in the community; it was not expected that we would earn our investment back as we did.  The president thanked everybody that volunteered for their assistance.


The web site.  Committee chairman is not present to provide an update.  The decision that was to be made at this meeting as to whether to move our web page from the Grafenwoehr site to the Geo City site will be delayed until the next meeting.  Anyone who has not done so, please look at our site and the Fort Bragg Site, which is under Geo City, to compare the two. This will help in our decision making process.


The hut upgrade committee chairman, CWO Morris was not present to give a report. CWO Leon reported that there is still $400.00 available for use in fixing up the place. A pool table has been obtained since the last meeting and is in place in the game room.  Pool balls and sticks will be needed.

The Vilseck fest is coming up on 21-25 May.  The chairman, CWO Gordon will be looking for volunteers to assist in running the booth.  Our booth will be in the same location as previous years.  Please contact CWO Gordon to volunteer. The Vilseck fest is one of our main money making events of the year and allows us to support worthy causes as well as Chapter events.  Fireworks will occur approximately 2230 on Sunday.  All volunteers will need to read and sign a preventive medicine pamphlet before handling food.  This may happen before the fest or upon arriving to work.  Crock pots are needed, please contact CWO Gordon, CWO Thomas, or WO1 Stewart if you have one to loan.  CWO Leon has volunteer sign up sheets.


The European Region election ballot & nomination committee.  No additional information to report.


The Grafenwoehr fest will be the 31st of July through the 2nd of August.  We have the same location as previous years and are selling basically the same items, namely ice cream.  This is our biggest money making events of the year, netting over $5,700 last year.  CWO Morris and CWO Carter are co-chairpersons. 

6.  PRESIDENT’S REPORT: 

Last month’s COP was held in Augsburg; it was  the last held there due to the chapter’s pending move.  CWO Morris attended as the chapter representative. The following discussions or events occurred.


Further planning for the regional ball and convention was accomplished.  The Ball is on the 27th of June and the convention will be held the week prior.


Regional needs to know the number of people attending the convention. Those attending normally include the president and vice president.


Roy Valiant, the incumbent regional president, has been nominated for regional president.  Al Crews has been nominated for vice president.  Roy Valiant is a member of the Heidelberg chapter and Al Crews is a member of the Wurzburg chapter.

Other president notes:

Motioned by CWO (R) Eby, seconded by CWO Hendrickson to donate $100 to the girl scouts. This motion based upon a request for funds introduced during the April meeting but tabled until the chapter’s financial situation was clearer.  Motion carried.


Motioned by CWO (R) Eby, seconded by CWO Thomas to donate $70 to ACS to support their baby basket program.  This request was also introduced at an earlier meeting and was tabled. Motion carried.


Motioned by CWO (R) Eby, seconded by CWO Hendrickson, to donate $100 to the Vilseck High School Basketball program.  This request was also introduced at an earlier meeting and was previously tabled.  Motion carried.


The president presented CWO Mike Hendrickson a personalized crystal beer mug for his and his family’s support of the chapter;  they are moving on to Fort Riley, Kansas.  Mike and his family were very strong supporters of all of the chapter’s functions, putting many hours into the fests and other events which has allowed the chapter to remain as financially viable as it has.  The president also issued best wishes to them from the chapter.  CWO Hendrickson thanked the chapter for their recognition of his families efforts and stated that he’d wished he had more time to  do even more for the chapter.


The president also presented a personalized crystal beer mug for CWO Torres for his participation in the chapter.  CWO Engeman accepted the mug on CWO Torres’ behalf.
