PACP SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

Scholarship Grant Eligibility and Application requirements:

1. An applicant must meet the following eligibility requirements:

a. Be the dependant son/daughter of a PACP active member for at least two (2) consecutive years and membership dues are paid up to date

b. Be a senior in High School and is accepted in College or Vocational Institution.

c. The Scholarship Committee will review and select the best-qualified applicants in accordance with the eligibility and application requirements to receive the award.  After the Scholar Committee’s selection process, they shall forward their recommendations in order of precedence to the Executive Board and the President for final approval.

d. The Scholarship Grant through the recommendation of the Scholarship will be made out and forwarded directly to the college or university where the students are admitted.

e. Each recipient will receive a plaque to be presented at the Filipiniana Celebration or an appropriate time determined by the President.

f. Generally, the first award will be appropriated in the amount of Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars ($750.00).  The second award will be in the amount of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).  If there is only one applicant, the second award will revert to the next year’s funds.  When there are no qualified applicants, there will be no awards given for the year.

2. Application Requirements

a. A properly completed official application form shall be submitted to the PACP Scholarship Committee Chairperson, not later than 1 June each year.  Late applications and/or incomplete application will not be processed.
b. Applicants shall submit with their application their reason(s) for attending or desiring to attend an accredited institution of higher learning above high school.  Submission shall be limited to two hand-written pages or one typed page and must specifically include immediate and long-range goals.

c. Applicants shall furnish a certified copy of his/her scholastic record beginning with the 11th grade.

d. Applicants shall furnish a certified copy of a letter indicating college, university, vocational school, etc., acceptance.

e. Applicant shall submit documentation in support of any personal accomplishments, extracurricular activities, or PACP community service performed during the past two years.

f. Applicants must submit with their application a recommendation letter from a teacher or principal and another one from the student moderator of activity (Addressed to the PACP Scholarship Committee Chairperson).

g. Applicants shall submit with their application a certified copy of PSAT/SAT scores.

h. Applicants are invited and encouraged to submit a head and shoulder photograph to be published in the PACP Newsletter and Internet Site (http://www.geocities.com/pacp_23608) if a scholarship grant should be awarded.  The photograph, will not be used by the Scholarship Committee in their selection process.
