To Tsawwassen

If you are traveling south on Highway 99 take exit 28 (this is the second exit after the tunnel) stay in the right hand lane and exit right onto Highway 17 South, you will be heading towards the Victoria ferry. Continue on Highway 17 until you come to 56th Street, turn left and you are in Tsawwassen, the Coast Tsawwassen Inn is on 56th Street on the right hand side appx 2-3 blocks down, if you are heading to the Beach Grove Motel you will continue on 56th Street to 12th Avenue, turn left and the hotel is on your left hand side across from the golf course.

If you are traveling north on Highway 99, take exit 28, stay to the left and at the lights on the overpass turn left, you will cross back over the highway and be heading south on highway 17. Follow above directions to Tsawwassen. 

To the Campground

Follow above directions from highway 99 to highway 17 and continue past 56th street to the next set of lights, this will be 52nd street. Turn right and then an immediate left. There is a very large sign showing Splashdown Park and Parks Canada campground, follow signs to check in. 

To South Delta Secondary School 

Follow directions above to Tsawwassen, continue along 56th street until you come to 8A Avenue, turn right. Continue along 8A ave until you come to 53rd Street, the school will be on your left and you can turn into the parking lot or turn right on 53rd street and there will be parking in front of the school. 

There will also be signs directing you into the parking lot and to the East gym where we will be training.
