All MI Boxes in 1 Activity

Activity:  Music Excerpts & Creating Histograms
Teacher explains that he/she is going to play excerpts from three different types of music and the students are to listen closely to the music and compare various characteristics.  The students will be working in groups to create Histograms comparing the music types.

Music types:  Classical, Peruvian, Hawaiian (stretch those minds – music types can vary)
Teacher:  Listen closely to these three types of music.  Compare them to each other in your mind – the melody, how loud they are, the rhythm, whether or not you like them.  Then think of how you would poll the students in this class to see how each type of music compares with the others.  You need to create at least 5 different questions for your histogram categories.  Some examples might be:

· Which is your overall favorite?

· Which had the most noticeable beat/rhythm?

· Which had the prettiest melody?

· Which had the greatest dynamic range (sound going from softest to loudest and back)?

You may use some or all of these questions, but you must write at least one question of your own.  You must have a total of 5 – 7 questions in your survey.  See if you can draw any conclusions about what factors influence the students’ favorite type of music.
Remember your Histogram worksheet – you will be making a triple bar histogram – think of a color and bar design for each type of music.  I will give you 10 minutes to get your list of questions together and then we will take turns interviewing your group and the other groups.  There are poster boards in the back for each group – we will do presentations of our findings tomorrow.  Your poster must show the questions, your data in a table, the histogram, and any conclusions you reached. (The teacher plays the music excerpts over multiple times so everyone can think about their questions and answers.)

Box 1 – Interviews – the groups will interview each other and record the data
Box 2 – Graphic organizer – the table where the students will record their data
Box 3 – Color coded system – each type of music gets its own color bars in the histogram, they will be making posters and charts

Box 4 – They will be categorizing facts and student responses as they do their questioning
Box 5 – Self discovery – in the questions they write and ask each other, in the conclusions they draw about music
Box 6 – They will be doing presentations to the class and then displaying their work on the student area bulletin board
Box 7 – This is an experiment in listening to/for rhythms and melody
