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7th, 8th Grade Math


You are going to be building your very own Criss-Cross word puzzle using the vocabulary we have been studying for this first 6 weeks.   To do this you must make a list of at least 10 words and provide hints/clues for each of these words.  You can either build your own puzzle using graph paper or you can use this web site to build a puzzle:

So, let’s start:

Task 1 – Make a Clue/Word Pair list --  You may use any of the vocabulary words from the first 6 weeks of class as well as writing out numbers that are the result of some problem you create as a clue (example: nine –  What is [image: image2.png]32



?). 
1) A minimum of 10 clue and math word pairs – at least 8 must be from our vocabulary words or from the word wall in our classroom.
2) The clues must be understandable.
3) The clues must use proper grammar and spelling (sentence fragments are allowed).
4) Your clue does not have to be the exact definition of the word, but it must be something that shows you understand the meaning of the word.

5) If your vocabulary word is a phrase or more than one word, like ‘order of operations’ be sure to remove the blanks when you type in the word for the puzzlemaker or when you create your own puzzle.
Task 2 – Create your puzzle – you can lay out your puzzle by yourself on graph paper or you can use the computer lab – the puzzlemaker web-site will be posted on my teacher-web page.

1) Your puzzle must fit on a standard sized piece of paper.
2) Your puzzle must be of the criss-cross variety.
3) Create two blank copies of your puzzle – if you are creating a puzzle by yourself on graph paper, once you have figured out your puzzle design, your teacher can make a copy of it for you (for the key).  Otherwise, print out two copies from puzzlemaker.
Task 3 – Create a key for your puzzle 
1) Use one of the blank puzzles to create a key for your puzzle – this will only be given to the teacher.
2) Please note that the puzzlemaker software may change the order of your word/clues as it builds the puzzle, so check your key carefully.
