Research Skills

Research Process (not necessarily this order; may jump back and forth)
· Beginning Stage
· Definition – Define a task
· Selection – Select a specific topic or question
· Planning – Begin to formulate search strategies
· During Stage

· Exploration – Explore resources and finalize topic
· Collection – Gather relevant notes from many sources
· Organization – Summarize, sequence, and synthesize info
· Ending Stage

· Presentation – Communicate results in some manner
· Evaluation – Self evaluation of results and processes
Motivating Students to Engage in Research
· Appropriate level of challenge
· Building on existing knowledge and experiences

· Relating to students interests

· Rationale of learning

Teacher Organizational Techniques for Successful Research
· Provide rubrics and examples
· Clearly define length/depth expected (i.e. 5 pages or 3 reasons)
· Lay out a time frame with well defined checkpoints throughout
· Provide feedback during process through teacher or peers
· Encourage reflection all at stages
