Class Assignments
Students may have drinks or sit in the ‘lounge’ area only if they have an orange ‘privilege pass’ on their desks.
1/3 Block (Algebra)
· Warm-Up – Give them about 5 minutes to work in interactive notebooks then check using the transparency.   They know the drill…
· Homework: Please place the homework transparency on the overhead and allow the students to check their work using a (different) colored pen.  Ask them to place all papers in the class ‘In’ box when they have had a chance to look over the problems.
· Polynomials Assignment – both sides.  They need to work on this independently.  They may quietly ask their partner for help if needed, but should not speak with a voice louder than a whisper.  Please check this with them using the transparency when everyone has finished or before they leave.  They  may check their own work with a colored pen.  Collect them when finished.
· Polynomial Puzzles – they started work on these yesterday and can use any remaining time to complete work on them.  If they get stuck, I have left the key for them to reference (but not copy()
2nd Period ( Conference)

5/6 Block (Pre-Algebra)

· Warm-Up – Give them about 5 minutes to work in interactive notebooks then check using the transparency.   They know the drill…
· Homework – (front side of SA sheet on prisms and #1-3 on pyramid side).  Again, you can put the transparency on the overhead and have them check them with a colored pen.  They must correct any missed problems before moving on and completing the back side.  Please collect this after they have checked and corrected.  The key is here if you need it.
· When the finish correcting and completing the pyramid side, they may start on math mania.  How math mania works is they must do one problem at a time.  They come and check it with you (I have left the key).  If they get it correct, circle the 10 on their scorecard and they move on to the next problem.  If they miss it, scratch out the 10 and write a 9 on the scorecard.  They must go back and re-work the problem to get 9 points.  They have done this several times so they know how it works.  They only need 1 scorecard per partnership.  This is only homework if they do not finish all 10 problems.
· If student B is not on task, please ask him to continue his work in the Learning Lab.
7/8 Block (Pre-Algebra)

· Same as 5/6 block
· Please allow Student C and Student D to go to the learning lab to complete their worksheets.
Star (Advisory)

· They know the rules for STAR.  They must be in their seats working on school related work when the bell rings.  They should work quietly the ENTIRE time.  If they do not have any work, they should read a book.  If they are not on task at any point, then erase a letter from the word STAR on the front board.
