Golf

Golf is a precision club-and-ball sport, in which competing players (golfers), using many types of clubs, attempt to hit balls into each hole on a golf course while employing the fewest number of strokes. Instead, the game is played on golf "courses", each of which features a unique design, although courses typically consist of either nine or 18 holes. The sport can be enjoyed thoroughly either through practice at a handful of Wirral driving ranges or on official 9/18 hole courses which are spread throughout Merseyside.

Each player uses a racquet that is strung to strike a hollow rubber ball covered with felt over a net into the opponent's court. Cricket one team bats, and will try to score as many runs as possible while the other team bowls and fields, trying to dismiss the batsmen and thus limit the runs scored by the batting team. A run is scored by the striking batsman hitting the ball with his bat, running to the opposite end of the pitch and touching the crease there without being dismissed. The teams switch between batting and fielding at the end of an innings.
