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PART 1 – GENERAL MOTORS INC. ANNOUNCEMENT TO CLOSE THE TRUCK PLANT IN OSHAWA , ONTARIO
 
QUESTION 1
 
While in general, globalization has been identified with increasing economic integration and a new division of labour, its impact has been clearly evident in labour markets in both developed and developing countries. 
 
 
With reference to the assigned articles in Dr. Tom Wesson’s textbook Canada And The New World Economic Order (Third Edition), discuss globalization with specific reference to the recent announcements made by General Motors Inc. regarding the closing of its Truck Plant in Oshawa , Ontario and General Motor’s struggle to regain its competitiveness against stronger international competitors. QUESTION 2
 
The Ontario government has been supportive of the demands of the Canadian Auto Workers union (C.A .W.) to establish discussions with General Motors Inc. on what opportunities lay ahead for the Truck Plant facilities and the 2,600 salaried and other 2,000 white-collar workers. 
 
Based on your research and news reports, explain how the Canadian Auto Workers (C.A.W.) fits the framework of an interest group outlined in Stanbury and Moore’s article entitled Role of Interest Groups in Influencing Public Policy in Canada. (25 marks)

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PART 2 – CASE STUDY: SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT IN TORONTO
 
The closing of a bottling plant in Toronto has sparked a highly public fight between the world’s largest manufacturer of glass containers and the Crown corporation that has a near monopoly on wine and liquor sales in Ontario .
 
Ohio-based Owens-Illinois Inc. cited the Liquor Control Board of Ontario’s push to sell wine and other alcoholic beverages in containers made from cardboard, aluminum foil and plastic as one of the reasons for closing its Toronto plant at the end of September 2008 putting 430 workers out of a job.
 
The dispute has put the environmental policies of both companies under the spotlight. In pushing its new packaging agenda, the LCBO is cloaking itself in environmental stewardship. But only about 40 percent of Tetra Pak containers get diverted from landfills, compared with 90 percent of glass bottles, according to statistics compiled by the Ontario government. The province’s Environmental Commissioner has said the environmental benefits of Tetra Paks, compared with glass were uncertain.
 
QUESTION 3
 
From the perspective of Owens-Illinois Inc. and applying A General Model of Government Intervention, propose ONE (1) government Intervention that would support the continued use of glass containers for use of wines and other alcoholic beverage containers by the Ontario government. Will your proposal be successful? (25 marks)
 
 

QUESTION 4
 
From the perspective of the City of Toronto ’s Solid Waste Department and applying A General Model of Government Intervention, propose ONE (1) Intervention that supports the Liquor Control Board of Ontario’s use of cardboard, aluminum foil and plastic for wine and other alcohol beverages. Will your proposal be successful? (25 marks)
