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BRANCH REPORT

The Student Branch of IEEE at Jamia Millia Islamia was founded in the year 1992 with Dr. Abdul Qaiyum Ansari as its first counselor. Dr. Syed Zahoor Qasim, the then Vice-Chancellor of Jamia Millia Islamia, inaugurated the chapter. The chapter made a humble start with just fifteen student members. Mr. Sandeep Kumar Kalra and Mr. Vikram Tiwari were its founder Chairman and Secretary respectively.

The branch, though established in 1992, saw its true awakening only in the year 2000. The student membership of our branch rose from a mere 7 members, to a total of 40 members by December 2000 and presently stands at 138 members. The basic reason for the rise in membership was the innate confidence inspired in the students about the IEEE past and future activities. Also it was effective communication of the IEEE student branch objectives, which gave the students a clear understanding of the benefits of becoming IEEE members.

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Previous years activities

The student branch members had the opportunity to attend several informative lectures and seminars by distinguished people from different fields of technology. The members were able to attend these distinguished lectures even if some other student branch organized them; this not only kept the members abreast with the latest in technology but also promoted interaction with other IEEE student branches. Apart from seminars, the branch encouraged the members to improve upon their technical and soft skills.

Being in a technical field, it is very important to have knowledge of the practical aspects of engineering. It was with this view that our Branch organized a daylong Industrial trip for the students in March 2001 to National Thermal Power Corporation's Badarpur Thermal Power Station. The trip proved to be very educational and informative. 

Two of the student members were able to attend " Mélange 2001" an all India IEEE students congress held in Mumbai in March 2001. The event provided a very good opportunity for interaction with other student branches from all over India.

IEEE-JMI became the first student branch to host the IEEE President in its first year of reactivation when, on August 17, 2001, Mr. Joel B. Snyder released the Brochure for the Technical Festival to be held in November 2001. 

Among the attending students, several were from engineering colleges trying to establish their own student branch and this opportunity boosted their morale and provided them further encouragement to establish IEEE student branch in their institutions.

IEEE Student chapter organized a presentation given by Professional Tutorials on October 9, 2001 at the Faculty of Engineering and Technology, Jamia Millia Islamia. The presentation focused on career opportunities and higher education in the Management Sector for engineering graduates. It also gave an overview of the kind of preparation required in order to compete in such examinations.

Another event was the IEEE India Council's Annual Conference and Exhibition-ACE 2001. IEEE student members were allowed to attend the tutorials free of cost. The tutorials by world-renowned experts gave the students an insight about many upcoming technologies. Two IEEE members even volunteered for the conference for all the three days and one of being them myself, it was a wonderful experience, not only the technical aspect of the conference but the organizing skills learned thereof.

It was only due to the efforts, and dedication of the volunteers and members that the branch was able to organize 'ENCOMIUM’01 - All India Technical Festival' for the first time ever in its history on November 8, 2001. The festival was organized with the aim of not only providing the upcoming engineers with a platform to share their technical knowledge and contributions with others but also for creating a common ground for the interaction between different IEEE student branches from all over India. Technical Paper presentation contest, Software design contest, Technical quiz and Corporate Presentations were the events held as a part of the festival. The student members derived great benefit from the activity because it helped in improving their organization and communication skills. 

A wonderful event to bring the entire student members together was the idea that IEEE JMI host an Iftar party (in the holy month of Ramadan), in November 2001. The party also served to recognize the skills shown by students in organizing Encomium, by awarding them a certificate. The event was just a token but had a major response from the students and boosted their morale for future events as well.

The farewell party to the outgoing batch of 2002 was organized on March 14, 2002, where the new members took the pledge to carry forward the tradition that is set in the past year and to try our best to carry the name of IEEE-JMI higher and higher. It was wonderful experience for me to present this Annual Report to a gathering of over 130 members of the ever-growing IEEE-JMI family during this farewell function and it was truly a moment to be cherished for new as well as outgoing members.
