Technical Speech: August 10th, 2001.

Er. S. A. Soundara Rajan, IEEE Madras Section Chairman, Retired All India Radio Engineer, presented a talk on the Latest Developments in the field of “Broad-casting and Communications”. All the IEEE Student Members of our college attended his talk.

Senior Project Poster Session: Feb 12th, 2002.

This is a new event conducted in our college. Twelve teams of the final year IEEE Student Members of SVCE presented their final year projects in related fields to the second and third year students on February 12th, 2002. It was a full-day interactive walk through session. The projects were presented using the poster boards. This event provided a platform for the interaction between the final year students who have completed their projects and those who have to plan their projects. The benefits of being an IEEE Student Member were also highlighted to the second and third year students during this session.

ADTECH 2002

National Conference for students on Applications of Advanced Technologies, February 21st – 23rd, 2002.

For the first time, IEEE Student Branch of SVCE conducted three-day National Conference on campus from February 21st – 23rd, 2002. The first day consisted of the paper presentations. We received forty papers from the under-graduate students all over India. These papers underwent scrupulous reviewing by the professors at Indian Institute of Technology, Madras, Anna University, and SVCE. From these, only eleven outstanding papers were selected for presentation. All the IEEE Student Members and other interested students of our college attended the paper presentation session. The two best papers received a cash prize of Indian Rs. 5000/- each. Conference proceedings were published on a CD and distributed to the Conference Delegates.

The second day comprised of the tutorial sessions. There were five tutorial sessions on the topics “Networking – Practice & Experience” by Dr. S. Jayaprakash, Indian Institute of Technology, Madras, “Bluetooth” by Mr. Gopal from IT Development Labs, “Introduction to MATLAB” by Mr. M. Subramanian, SVCE, “Introduction to LaTeX” by Dr. Ravichandran, SVCE, “Fuzzy Based Image Processing” by Mr. E. S. Gopi , SVCE. All the Conference Delegates and the IEEE Student Members of SVCE attended the tutorials of their interest.

On the third day, the Conference Delegates and the IEEE Student Members were taken on an Industrial Trip to the Elnet Software City and the Tidel Park, which are among the premier Software Development Parks. One of the Multi-National Companies of Elnet Software City, namely, Cognizant Technologies Solutions, gave us an exposure on the various testing strategies involved in the testing of their software products. A cultural visit to Dakshin Chitra, a South Indian cultural exhibition, was also covered on later part of the day.

Branch Meetings:

Our Student Branch conducted two meetings in the academic year 2001-2002. The first meeting, on July 18th, 2001, was a general meeting to discuss the objectives of the branch for the following academic year. It also laid a foundation for the new members recruitment drive.

The second meeting, on January 22nd, 2002, was focussed on the planning the arrangements for the National Conference ADTECH 2002. Various responsibilities were delegated to IEEE Student Member volunteers.

Activities planned for the current year 2002-2003

The IEEE Student Branch planned to have atleast two major meetings during the year. Our counselor already convened the first one of these on July 9th, 2002. This meeting was to elect the office-bearers for this year (mentioned above), discuss the objectives for the current year and lay a foundation for new membership drive.

The technical speeches for this year are scheduled for August, December and January. The other events for this year include Seniors Project Poster Session, and the continuum of the previous years conference on “Applications of Advanced Technologies – ADTECH”. Among the additional events are the competitions like Web-Design Contest, etc.

All the reports, viz. Office Bearers, Annual Plan and Annual Report for the last academic year have already been submitted. Office bearers list for this academic year was just sent to the head quarters. We have received two rebates amounting to US$ 70 in the month of Jan 2002 and US$ 66.2 in the month of June 2002.

Our branch has been subscribing to various magazines, transactions and proceedings for our main library for the benefit of the Students and Staff of our college. These include the magazines related to the branches of CSE, ECE, EEE and IT, and are not limited to transactions on twelve different subjects like Image Processing, Signal Processing, Computers, Power Delivery etc.

Our section had participated in IEEE Student Congress 2000 held at Chennai. We are proud to claim that some of the IEEE Student Members of our college have been actively involved in research and participated in the International Conferences in India and abroad. Our Student Branch always encourages such attempts.

It would be convenient to have the list of IEEE Student Branches in India along with their contact information for the convenience of interaction between the various branches. A comprehensive list of volunteer speakers from academia and industry would help us in organizing the various lectures in our campuses. Guidance and support from India Council for organizing the inter Student Branch Activities across the states would be appreciated.
