During 2005 the membership gathered on five occasions to hold meetings, socialize, and plan the current and next year’s events.  Our time was dominated by planning efforts for the annual Worldwide AMMO Bowl XII softball tournament, held at Langley AFB, Virginia for the first time. The event, hosted by the ACAVC, was a major task well worth the time and effort invested. Unfortunately, participation was hampered by an operational commitment that shortened the tournament to just one day! Those that were able to attend had a good time and witnessed a memorable first class softball tournament, with plenty of food and drinks for all. The 20th EMS at Shaw AFB, SC won this year’s tournament. The 1st EMS at Langley provided the majority of support for this event. Mr. “TJ” Jensen and Jeff Bunny spent many hours setting up the support and ball fields for this event. We look forward to the next Worldwide AMMO Bowl XIII tournament at Langley during September 2-4, 2006.

During the year, the Chapter collected $275.00 in ACAVC dues and collected and disbursed $200.00 to the ACA dues.
