Our awards program is becoming a reality. We have started working on recognition of AMMO troops that are selected and recognized as top-notch individuals for an annual Chapter award.  Yearly awards should be presented to recognize these outstanding individuals. We will discuss this initiative during future meetings. We should 

also consider recognition of a Honorary Member in the Chapter. The Honorary Member ceremony should be one where we can dress semi-formally, sit down with members and significant others, and have an enjoyable meal together while recognizing the Honorary Member for his or her contributions to the AMMO Community. We already have honorary membership criteria in our Constitution and By-Laws.  We need to get the program started to fulfill that commitment and recognize individuals so nominated. I’d like to have the ceremony during the July-August 2006 time frame, if possible. 


Finally, we have developed a yearly operating budget for 2006. This budget projects our receipts and expenditures for the coming year.  Any changes to the operating budget must be presented to the membership for voting and approval. 


So, our Chapter is in great health, in good spirit, financially, and professionally. During this year, we should continue the momentum we’ve gained from the past several years.
