Standard Agenda Items: 


a. Review/approval of previous meeting minutes: Minutes of the 10 Jan 2004 meeting were reviewed and approved.

b. Financial status was reviewed and approved; membership and dues status was reviewed.  The ACAVC account balance as of 13 March 2004 meeting was $327. 60. ACAVC 2004 financial ledger is attached.

c. ACA and ACAVC Dues were collected during the meeting; $75.00 ACA dues (Whisner, Kennedy, and Hill) and $100.00 ACAVC dues (Whisner, Kennedy, Hill, and Cecere).  The account balance as of these minutes is $427.60.
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d. Membership: Current membership was discussed. Each member should contact new 

Chiefs to the ACAVC area and enlist their membership and participation in ACAVC activities. Chief Don Moreland is newly assigned to Langley and will be contacted; Chief Rickey Clay will be coming to Langley in May 2004. Chief Fuquay recently departed for Osan and Chief White is expected to depart soon.  It was agreed to maintain people who are not current in dues on the membership rolls as “inactive” while current members will show as “active”.  Members who leave the ACAVC area may be kept on the membership rolls as “inactive” and retain their original assigned member number. Status: Ongoing

Old Business: 

a. Report by Awards Committee: The group discussed an awards program to recognize any AMMO troop who wins an Air Force or MAJCOM level award (Leo Marquez or MAJCOM Munitions Award) from the bases in the ACAVC area including Langley, Pope, Seymour-Johnson, and Andrews Air Force bases. MAJCOMs represented in our area include ACC, AFMC, AMC, ANG, and AFRC.  The award committee would prepare the award and either present it or send it to the AMMO Chief at that base for presentation. The Awards Committee members will continue to collect information and plan for this award. Status: Open.  OPR: Mike Gavin, Bill McCullough.  

b. ACAVC 2004 Activity Calendar: The ACAVC web-site has been developed which 

includes an activity calendar.  The site will be maintained and updated periodically to include new information on activities and events.  The web-site is located at URL:

c. Membership: Membership was moved to the standard agenda area.

d. Fundraising Committee: Fundraising activities were discussed; current fundraising options include:

1) ACAVC Shirt w/Logo; develop design and costs proposals - Mike Robertson 

agreed to send an e-mail requesting design ideas; must have final design by Jun 04.

2) ACA Reunion Coin; develop design and cost proposals – Mike Gavin will look 

into design options and costs; ECD: Jun 04.

3) Langley AFB Open-House; LAFB Open-house committee was contacted, and it 

appears only base-sanctioned private organizations (PO) can participate; an idea was tabled to see if the local AMMO Flight (1 FW) had a PO and were doing anything during the event the ACAVC could assist with for a percentage; Mike Robertson agreed to work this; ECD: Mar 04.

4) Vendor Booth at Norfolk Tides ballpark; Mike Robertson agreed to call and look 

into this; ECD: Apr 04.

5) Raffle Options:  The idea of doing one or more raffles was discussed; Mel Hill 

agreed to explore raffle options; ECD: Jun 04

6) Candy Bars: John Cecere agreed to look into the idea of selling candy bars at our 

offices to raise funds; ECD Apr 04.

7) Wine Glasses:  Mike Gavin brought up an idea to develop a wine glass for the 

reunion; he agreed to work it; ECD: Jun 04.

8)  Langley NASCAR Racing Booth; Rich Pennington agreed to see if we could 

sponsor a booth at the Race Track near Langley; ECD: Apr 04.

Corporate Donations: Donations from corporations we interface with was discussed; members were asked to see if any businesses we work with would be willing to donate trinkets and other items to present at the reunion; ECD: Jun 04.

e. ACA Reunion: Discussion on the reunion dominated the meeting; Mike Gavin

provided an outline of the hotel accommodations from 22-26 Sep 2004. Mike Robertson reviewed the tentative schedule, events, and cost breakdown.  Specific events were discussed and good information was shared to help begin detailed planning. 

1) Local Events: Other local events are being identified and planned.

- Fishing Tour:  Looking at a half-day event (0700 to 1200); Mike Gavin

- Golf Tourney:  Mike Robertson will gather preliminary information on a Golf 

  Tourney on base, however we’ll need someone to organize the event

- Horse Racing (Colonial Downs): John Cecere will explore cost options/seasons   

  (Exit 220/221)




- Aerospace Museum/IMAX; Rich Pennington agreed to gather this information




- Battleship Wisconsin Tour: Mike Robertson will work this




- Colonial Williamsburg: Need to look into tours, fees, and transportation




- Busch Gardens: Need to look into tours, fees, and transportation




- Local River Cruises; Need to look into tours, fees, and transportation




- Shipyard Tour; Need to look into tours, fees, and transportation


2) Transportation:  Holiday Inn provides a shuttle for transportation to and from the Norfolk and Newport News/Williamsburg airports. Transportation to and from individual events during the reunion will be a combination of privately owned vehicles (POV), individual rental cars, or contracted bus/van service; we will also look into the possibility of renting 2 Vans for the 3 days we will hold events.

4) Costs and financing were discussed and it was decided that we’ll need a good 

head-count of what participants/attendees are going to participate in by the Jun 2004 time-frame; Mike Robertson agreed to develop a planning sheet to send out to all ACA members so they can sign-up for certain events ahead of time and we can get a good idea of the level of participation we can expect; Mike Robertson will work with ACA web-site author to post a sign-up sheet on the ACA web-site.


5)  Trinkets (T-shirts, shirts, coins, etc.; discussed whether the ACA or ACAVC would be fronting the money for shirts, coins, etc. or will we rely strictly on sales at the reunion; sales entails greater up-front risk, while pay and purchase requires much more planning. John Matthews has purchased 25 Ceramic pisspots and they will either be sold at the reunion or some may be raffled or used for center pieces. These are available for $20 each. 


6) Guest Speakers: The guest speaker is still undecided, but there are several options in the works.  Leo Marquez is being considered and he is up for the ACA Shell and Flame Award, so it would be a great opportunity to present this award; other potential speakers were discussed such as (Gen. Kevin Sullivan); John Matthews and Bill McCullough were going to look into these options.
