Date, Time, Location:  The general membership of the AMMO Chiefs Association Virginia Chapter (ACAVC) met on 23 August 2003, at 1100 hours, at Langley AFB, Virginia, Bldg 606.

Purpose: The purpose of this meeting was to hold a general membership meeting and conduct business of the ACAVC. The meeting was called by officers of the ACAVC.

Standard Agenda Items: 


a. Review/approval of previous meeting minutes: Previous meeting minutes were approved.

b. Financial status was reviewed and approved; membership and dues status was reviewed.


1) Dues were collected from two new ACA and ACAVC members; the Treasurer will forward dues to the ACA. 

2) The treasurer, Mike Robertson, proposed that dues for any 'new' members

collected after 1 Sep of the current year carry over to the next year for ACAVC members. The general membership voted and agreed to this provision, which will be amended in the ACAVC Constitution and Bylaws. Further, Mike Robertson recommended that the ACAVC propose the ACA adopt this provision as well to encourage membership. The membership voted and agreed to make this proposal to the ACA.  Mike Robertson agreed to prepare and forward the proposal to the ACA.

c. Speakers; None were schedule or appeared for this meeting.

5.
Old Business: 


a.  Review Revision of ACA Memorandum of Understanding - 21 Aug 03 version:  The membership reviewed the ACA MOU and recommended a few minor changes. These were e-mailed to the ACA on 31 Aug 2003. Status: Complete


b.
The ACA Charter Certificate (attachment 2 to the ACA C&B) was completed and e-mailed to the ACA on 31 Aug 2003. Status: Complete


c.  The membership reviewed the proposed changed to the ACA C&B. The membership was in agreement on all changes.  Exception: The ACAVC will propose a change to the ACA C&B Article V. Dues and Donations; proposal will recommend that dues for 'new' members paid after 1 Sep of the current year carry over to the next year. Proposed change was e-mailed to the ACA on 31 Aug 2003. Status: ACAVC - Complete; ACA - Pending


d.
The membership reviewed the ACAVC Constitution and Bylaws and several changes were made. All members agreed to these changes, and the changes were made, and new C&B signed and approved at the meeting. An updated C&B was e-mailed to the ACA on 31 Aug 2003. A 'signed' hard copy will be mailed to the ACA on 2 Sep 2003. Summary of changes:



1) Article IV: AFSC 316X1 and 645X0A were deleted from 'general membership' and added to 'associate membership' to match ACA membership guidelines and C&B.



2) Article V: Provision added to allow dues paid for 'new' members after 1 Sep 2003 to carry over until 31 Dec of the following year. 



3) Article VII, Section 3 and Article VIII, Section I: Requirement to have two (2) officers sign check and bank drafts was removed. Because there are only three officers and only two on the account, geographical separation and TDY commitments make this impractical. Note: Establishing indebtedness still requires two (2) officer's signatures.

e. The proposed ACAVC logo has been approved by the Board of Directors of the ACA. Mike Gavin proposed that a membership card be developed. The membership agreed and Mike Robertson stated that he would add a membership number on the ACAVC membership listing for each member to be added to the membership cards.  Mike Gavin agreed to develop the membership cards once the membership listing with numbers was provided. Status: In progress.

6.  New Business:

a. John Matthews proposed establishment of an Awards Committee to provide an 

award of some type for outstanding achievement in the field of AMMO. Membership agreed and a committee was established; Awards Committee members are Mike Gavin, 

Chief Ray, and Bill McCullough. The initial goal of the committee is to canvas the AMMO

community in the Langley/Pentagon areas to see what avenues are available that we can 

piggy-back onto such as the local NCO course graduations or other awards programs. The 

committee will explore options and report back to the membership at the next meeting. Status: In progress

b. John Matthews proposed the ACAVC host the 2004 ACA Reunion since we're the 

1st Chapter of the ACA and they are looking for sites to host the next reunion, maybe we 

can take on the responsibility.  It will help get other chief's to visit the area. Several possibilities were discussed and it was considered 'doable' in the Virginia/Langley area, however the group held short of agreement.  It was decided that we would present it to the general membership by e-mail to get a vote. It was also discussed that we would obtain an agenda of the last ACA reunion from the ACA committee members and look at possible options. Status: Open for vote, volunteers, discussion, and ideas. 

c. John Matthews proposed the ACAVC develop a 2003 and 2004 Activity Calendar 

to benefit the membership by publishing the calendar of events throughout the year for 

planning purposes. Mike Robertson agreed to develop the activity calendar. Status: Open

d. John Matthews proposed we explore having a membership drive. Rationale to award 

those that get the most new members to join in a given month. This may help beef up our membership and increase the ACAVC funding. After discussion and review of possible membership (27 Chiefs in the Virginia and surrounding States area), it was decided that each members would keep an eye out for new Chiefs entering the area and enlist their membership and forward their info to the secretary to add to the rolls. Status: Ongoing

e. AFSC's authorized as regular members in the ACAVC C&B do not correlate to the 

AFSC's in the ACA C&B. Resolved in Old Business, para 5 d. 1) above. Status: Closed

f. The issue of dues collection was brought up. There was some concern from ACA

about how dues would be collected for ACAVC and ACA.  Some wanted dues paid 

directly to ACA vice ACAVC collecting ACA dues and forwarding to them. It was stated that ACA has agreed to accept dues payments forwarded from the ACAVC. Status: Closed

g. The ACAVC Constitution and Bylaws was ratified and signed after making some 

final changes outlined in para 5.d. above. A e-mail and hard copy of the signed C&B has 

been sent to the ACA. Status: Complete


h. Mike Gavin proposed that a fundraiser committee be established. It was agreed to by the membership and the committee was appointed which consists of Mike Gavin, Mike Robertson, and Bill McCullough. The committee will look at opportunities and ideas to raise funds and report back to the membership at the next meeting, or before. Status: Open

Adjournment: The meeting was adjourned at 1300 hours.

Next Meeting:  The next meeting/social event is scheduled for 13 Dec 2003, at Bill McCullough's home. He has approval from the CINC. Directions will be provided to all members when the agenda is sent out. Time is TBD. A flyer will be sent out to all members identifying the location, time and what to bring for the social.  Spouses are encouraged to attend this event.
