d. Reviewed Nominee’s submitted by the nomination committee for ACAVC President: (Mike Gavin – decline, John Matthews, Bill McCullough’s - decline). Position effective 1 June 05. 

1. There was some discussion from the floor and no further nominations came forward. Nominations were closed and John Matthews was asked if he would stay on as the President. He accepted the position and won by acclamation.

1. There was some discussion from the floor and no further nominations came forward. The President and Vice President accepted Bill McCullough and appointed Bill as Secretary / Treasurer.

5. Old Business:

a. Fundraising Committee: There has been no activity with regards to fundraisers. Due to the logistics of organizing all the members involved Mike Gavin recommended the members just move on idea’s on their own. Mike is going to do an LGW Luncheon as the first event. b. Awards Committee: There were no MAJCOM level Award Winners for Munitions in the Tri-State area. It was recommended that this effort could be handled at Langley where there is a large pool of personnel to help with the set-up and event execution. There was a lengthy discussion and it was decided that field availability at Langley should be verified and if all is OK we will start the planning process. TJ volunteered to check on field availability and Rich Pennington will be the ACAVC POC for the event. We will also verify and see if Don Moreland or Dan Munroe would be interested in being a back-up POC. Once the fields are secured we need to focus on:

iii. Work Logistics: food, trophy’s, Sale items 

iv. Secure Umpires
