Subject: ACAVC Meeting Minutes

1. Date, Time, Location: May 5, 2006, 1:02 pm (1302 hours), HQ ACC Munitions Directorate conference room, Langley AFB, VA.  The “working lunch” barbeque feast started at 1400.
2. Purpose: General membership meeting.  This meeting focused on the proposed Chapter logo design, lack of area awards winners, and the ACA Constitutional changes. 
3. Attendees:  A quorum was present (9 of 12 members).

4. The following Agenda Items were discussed:

a. The December 9, 2006 meeting minutes were reviewed and approved without comment.  

1. Motion to accept – John M.
2. Seconded – Mike G.  

3. Unanimously passed.
b. Marilyn McCullough presented the six proposed logo designs.  The members discussed the inputs and elected to go with a design similar to what we have but place “Ammo Chiefs Association” on the top and “Mid-Atlantic Chapter” on the bottom. IYAAYAS will be placed on the left side. Mike G. made the motion to go with the design and John M. seconded.  The motion passed.  Once the design is amended, Bill will send it electronically to the membership for a vote.  The other designs will be kept in file in case there are major issues with use of the Native American Chief symbol.

c. Rich suggested we go over the ACA Constitutional changes due to the ACA by 15 May.  John M. noted the ACA requested inputs from the membership and not chapters as a whole.  He anticipates there will be another draft review put out before the final vote.  John M. also passed on some of the history regarding how the first ACA Constitution was developed.   The key areas of discussion were: Associate Members, record-keeping, dues, and the ACA officers.  Mike G. led the discussion and volunteered to consolidate the ACAVC’s inputs for review prior to submittal.
d. Reviewed current funds status.  Since the last meeting, $100.00 was donated to a local airman to help out during the Christmas season.  We also mailed off $250.00 to the Rich Gauvin Memorial foundation.  We received a thank you card for the donation from Maj. Stremel of AFCOMAC.  The mailbox fee of $63.00 was paid for the year.  We took in ACAVC dues for Cecere and Hill.  Coin sales generated $214.00.  Our balance is $1569.28.  Bill mailed in the 2006 audit to the ACA and asked if the Ocala address was still good.  John M. stated it was valid.   [Note:  During the meeting, $25.00 was collected for Jack’s ACAVC dues.  We had $120.00 in coin sales.  Bill wrote check # 153 to Mike G. for $69.38 for picnic supplies.]  
5.  Old Business:

a. Awards Committee:  There were no MAJCOM-level award winners for Ammo personnel in the local area during this period.  The issue will be addressed at a sidebar during the ACC Ammo Conference.
b. The Worldwide Ammo Bowl was discussed.   Eddie Fuquay was not at the meeting.  The ACA will try to approach him during the ACC Ammo Conference.  Sheppard AFB would like to host the event 8-10 September.

c. Membership Status:  We have 12 active and 3 associate members.  Bill mentioned Bernie was appreciative of the telephone call prior to the meeting.  We are still awaiting some dues payments. d.  Fundraising:  The coins sales are going well.  Chapter polo shirts are available to members in a variety of sizes and colors.  Rich will try to push the shirts and coins at the ACC Ammo Conference.  Bill passed on the box of shirts to Rich.  It was mentioned there is now an “Ammo” connection at the Langley racetrack that may open some opportunities for fundraising.  Also, golf and softball tournaments may good avenues to raise money.  Need manpower help!
e.  Sunset committee:  No recent requests for assistance and no news of fellow Ammo Chiefs in dire straits.
f.  ACA activity:  

1.  The annual calendar was discussed.  It seemed to be well received from the membership.  This year’s theme will be the 2008 reunion.  Bill brought up Bernie’s recommendation about personalizing the calendars with the name and dates of service.  John M. thought this might be an excessive production expense.  John M. showed the group some pens and wooden nickels that might be good trinkets for members. Discussion ensued about a similar process for the ACAVC chapter members.
2.  John M. told us work is ongoing to incorporate the ACA as a non-profit/not-for-profit Veterans’ organization.    

3.  John M. briefed the “tri-fold” to be used for recruiting new ACA members.  It was well received with only a couple of recommended changes.
4.  John M. mentioned many of the ACA members are still in arrears for dues.  

6.  New Business: 

a.  The group asked Mike Gavin to check into ordering 100 more coins. He will do so and Rich will reimburse him. (Post-meeting note:  Bill will do this and we will submit the new logo design.)
b.  The 2007 calendar was discussed.  Here is the tentative plan:

September 15 (tentative):  Location TBD.  Barbeque to follow.
      Sep – Oct:  Fishing trip.  Need 10 people minimum to rent a boat.  Mike G. will

c.  There will be an Ammo Call at the ACC Ammo Conference.  No donation was requested.  Members will try to use the forum to drum up active duty participation for the Chapter and the ACA.

d.  An internal special election was held.  Rich was sitting in as interim President.  He was asked if he was willing to perform the duties permanently.  He stated “yes.”  John M. made a motion to nominate Rich.  George seconded.  A vote was taken and a unanimous decision was made.  Nominees for Vice President were taken.  Jack was nominated and accepted the nomination.  Rich made the motion and John M. seconded.  A vote was taken and Jack was unanimously elected.
e.  It was mentioned there will be a Bitburg reunion held over Labor Day weekend at Branson, MO.  Some other reunions are coming up but details were sketchy.

f.  John Matthews received a plaque and a hand-made pen and letter opener for his stellar service as Chapter President.
g.  The group passed on their thanks to Rich, Mike, and Wayne for the fine spread of food provided for the meeting.
7.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:35  pm (1635 hours).
