PTA has been attempting to restructure the way airports and airlines provide security and training for its personnel for years.  

PTA has developed a curriculum for airline flight crews including pilots, flight attendants and security/skymarshalls in fending off similar knife attacks, which were responsible for the tragic terrorist attacks on 9/11.

PTA realizes that another serious threat facing air travel are terrorists commandeering planes using martial arts chokeholds.  Unfortunately, these types of terrorists do not need the assistance of any gun, knives, or other weapons.  With proper training terrorists can literally strangle, choke and break the cervical vertebrae of their victim instantly.  

PTA is offering how airlines can screen its passengers before they enter the plane and in the event of a lethal unarmed attack how to break out of these deadly grips. 

PTA is suggesting that high power beams and flashes are installed throughout the plane to disorient and off-balance any potential terrorist that attempts to hijack the plane.
