Ashby D is now following what the by-laws dictate for our elections, including the by-laws from Tallahassee, FS 718.

COOCVE  has been on the insurance certificates, which is no longer the case.  A law suit is now being conducted to sue Plasteridge (the insurance company) and Gary Skott (the roofer).
 
Joe Sachs at the last meeting at COOCVE brought back Andy Miller to the organization.
 
The assessment for Ashby D will be for this coming year:  1-bedroom apartment $605.00, and
2-bedroom $691.00.  The same amount as last year.  This will bring the reserve up tremendously and in the event anything happens to the elevators, or other large item repairs/replacement, the reserve can pay for it without having to ask the unit owners, mid-year, for money.  Reserve motion was passed with 3 votes and with 2 nay votes.
 
The maintenance coupons for next year will be the same as this year, except Cen-Deer, which will be $1.00 less.
 
Master Management is studying how to find a good contractor at a reasonable price for  irrigation/water flow meters.  As it stands now, each unit owner might have to pay approximately $600 to cover the cost of a total renovation of the irrigation system.  
 
When Wilma hit Deerfield Beach each unit owner paid $1,000 to cover some of the cost for the damage done by the hurricane.  
 
Proposal to renovate swimming pool and area around the pools with pavers has been discussed with Eva at Cen-Deer, and most likely will be done next summer.
 
The NO SMOKING sign has been put up by the pool. If someone will not stop  smoking, in spite of the sign we recommend   calling  security with the telephone at the pool, and security will deal with this issue.  Ashby A and C will contribute 3-5 trees around the Ashby area, and Ashby B has promised one tree.  All trees to be planted have to be approved by the city of Deerfield.  When the gardener  comes and plants the trees, he/she will have to seek  a permit before work can commence.
 
Teresa, the cleaning lady, has  asked for an additional $25 per month to empty the waste basket by the mail boxes.  This was voted down.  Rita will explain our decision to Teresa.  The janitorial, gardening, etc. is being handled by Century Services and their contract will expire 2009.  
 
Regarding the FIRE ALARM/HOT WIRING. This is not on a priority list - smoke detectors should back up if the individual apartment’s fire alarm does not work.  The cost of this wiring is approximately $600 per apartment.  However, if notice is given to Ashby D, there will not be any penalty payments due from us.
 
Please note new ID CARDS, as well as new ID STICKERS are needed for your car.  Both items now handled by the ID office in the club house.  Bring your old ID card and scrape off some of the old sticker from your car and also bring your car registration to receive new ID stickers.  For renters to receive an  ID card a Certificate of Approval from the president of Ashby D will be needed.
 
Rentals:  10% of the building - which means 8 apartments in Ashby D.  A motion was made that to be able to rent in Ashby D, the owner has to have lived or been an owner of the apartment for ONE (1) year.  Motion was voted 4 yes, 1 no.  Joe Sachs will be looking into the legality of this motion.
