Meeting with Mark Bogen & CVE Building Presidents 4/3/08
 

1.  Protect your building from mold
     If A/C is off during summer months, mold will start in the unit and spread to other units & common areas.  A/C has to be left on at least 78 and the humidistat on 65.

If an owner is negligent the Board has to take action (Board has a fiduciary duty to protect units & common elements).  Send a letter to the owner and go into the unit.  (Mark Bogen will draft a rule).

 

2.  What to do when a unit owner fails to pay their maintenance,  assessment, or insurance. 

     Guy Shir (from Mark Bogen's office) explained chapter 718 line 116 says that after the 2nd month over due, 1) a letter will be sent (unit owner pays for these expenses); 2.  after 30 days - file a claim of lien and send notice to owner; 3. after 30 days - file for foreclosure (during this time owner cannot rent or sale the unit). President has to call Mark's office 561-488-9595 - for amounts in arrears. or bogen2000@aol.com.

 

3.  Disaster Relief Plan - Preparing before a hurricane
     Demian Larson - from Larson & Associates firm that specializes in mopping up after a disaster.  His firm inspect the building and prepares a team of contractors in case of an emergency.  The firm also does all kind of restoration. 

     Florida law requires each owner to have personal insurance (it is for the unit owner's benefit but also for the other units).

 

4.  Fire alarm installation
     For the moment it is mandatory only for garden buildings.  If a building was cited it has to be done  within a year.

 

5.  Update on Insurance Claims
     Marc Rosenberg is still negotiating with Group One & Faiga.  Our building does not yet have the warranty from Campany for the roof (due to the dispute with Group One).  When it will be settled, we have to pay around $1000 per year for maintenance, so the warranty will be validated.
