The sitting President of COOCVE is also responsible for the 'FOR PROFIT' corporation 

'The REPORTER', revenues in the area $100,000.

Prior to the current President of COOCVE) Mr. A. Trinchitella (past President of MASTER MANAGEMENT) challenged everybody and took total control of the politics of CVE, and, was acquiring power within the City of Deerfield Beach political arena until his death.  He 'made'

the position of Century Village East Director of Operations and placed Anita Cruz - a bookkeeper previously hired by CMM, in that position.

SOLUTIONS  BY THE COOCVE BOARD OF DIRECTORS:

A Forensic Accounting firm should be hired to investigate COOCVE and all that has done

business with COOCVE, including Master Management, Mr. Levy - the Developer, POE Insurance, Plasteridge Insurance, GROUP ONE/QCI (and sub-contractors) and the building associations required to participate in the Wilma fiasco, during the past 5 year period.

A sub-committee entitled the Inquiry Committee (IC) consisting of:

(two active COOCVE Directors), such as:

Dan Glickman, co-chair

William Morse, co-chair

Members of the COOCVE Budget and Finance Committee
Members of the COOCVE Audit Committee
Members of the COOCVE Contract Committee
The IC shall do the interviewing, hiring, and develop the scope and reach of the FORENSIC 

AUDIT, and act as the 'reporting committee' to the COOCVE Board of directors on a weekly

basis (written reports).

A time-period of NINE (9) WEEKS is established for this FORENSIC AUDIT.  All investigations

and determinations are to be concluded and reported to the IC at that time.

There should be normal business conducted in accordance with existing Bylaws, including elections.

At the conclusion of the FORENSIC AUDIT, the IC will prepare a final report to the Board of Directors, and in accordance with the advice of attorney, present the IC's Findings, Conclusions 

and Recommendations (the IC REPORT).

The Board of Directors of COOCVE shall vote to accept or reject the IC REPORT. If accepted, 

the IC REPORT will be placed into effect via appropriate actions by the existing organizations according to the Bylaws.
