1. Be clean or be gone. This office is a working environment that needs to be kept clean and needs to look professional. If you bring something in with you, you bring it out with you. If you choose not to keep the office clean, you choose not to come into the office.
2. Expect respect. You should be able to enter this office knowing that other team members will respect you. But in order for that to happen, you also need to respect your team members. If you choose to break these rules, there will be consequences.

· First offence: You will be asked to leave the office for one full school day.
· Second offence: You will be asked to leave the office for three full school days.
· Third offence: You will be asked to leave the office for five full school days.
· Fourth offence: To be determined on a time–by–time basis.
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
