Swami Keshwananda was born in 1883 at a village named Magloona in Shekhavati. Motivated by ascetic instincts since childhood, he evolved into a saint. He learnt Sanskrit at a school in Haridwar. He didn’t want to be a traditional sage. He had settled near Fazilka (Punjab) and had participated in the freedom struggle. 
He established a library named ‘Abohar Sahitya Sadan’, which had its branches at many places in Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan. It developed an enthusiasm for learning among the common masses. It was no less than a revolution to disseminate Hindi language and Devnagri script in an Urdu-dominated region. 
Swamiji was an embodiment of patriotism and had great affection for Hindi, the national language. He convened an ‘All India Hindi Literature Conference’ in 1914, after which the ‘Sahitya Sadan’ became a well-known name throughout the country. Swamiji also established a ‘Gramotthan Vidyapeeth’ at Sangriya in Rajasthan. The Sadhus and ‘Babajis’ of the present day should draw inspiration from him.
