SINGULAR AND PLURAL

 

Singular (or single) means only one. Plural means more than one. 
Review the following rules for making nouns plural.

 

Rule 1: Most nouns are made plural by adding “s”.

Rule 2: When a noun ends with a consonant and “y”, change the “y” to an “i” and

 add “es”.

Rule 3: When a noun ends with “ch”, “sh”, “s”, “x”, or “z”, add “es”.
