The Three R’s

 


It is so important that we learn to read well, write correctly, and be able to evaluate mathematical problems. When we learn how to read and how to understand what we read, a whole world of information opens up to us. No matter what subject we want to learn more about, the knowledge is available to us, if we can read. But we don’t only read to gather information; we also receive instruction through the written word. No matter what we want to do, and no matter what field of study it falls under, there are books that explain the methods. We should also read for the shear pleasure of the activity. When we read for pleasure, we become familiar with various writing styles and different ways of voicing similar views. Reading can also help to increase our vocabulary, and thus our understanding of more complex subjects.


Writing is an outpouring of thoughts and ideas on paper. Writing correctly shows our ability to organise our thoughts in a logical sequence, and then get them out for others to understand. Writing is an excellent communication tool, that must be practised in order to be truly useful. Others will not understand us, until we learn how to express our thought, ideas, hopes or wishes coherently.


Arithmetic is an exercise of our cognitive skills. Thus, learning how to equate sums helps us to learn how to solve problems. No matter how many methods may be used, most problems have only one solution. The exercise, then, becomes finding and following a correct path to the correct answer. So too, life is full of problems for us to solve, and arriving at the correct solution is only part of our task. It is important for us, especially as Christians, to find Biblical, ethical and moral paths to reach our solutions. When we strengthen our reasoning skills, we learn to move logically from on thought to the next, and thus adopt a rational perspective from the information given. We are also able to adjust our perspective accordingly, as we become aware of new information. In this manner, we learn and grow. Then, as we grow, we communicate with those around us by taking in 
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information (reading), by logically evaluating it (Math), and by expressing it to others (writing).
