                 HORSESHOE LEAGUE

     WHEN DOES THE LEAGUE PITCH?

The Brevard County Horseshoe Club conducts singles league play three

times a week all year long.

· Tues. PM at Knecht Park in Palm Bay

· Thurs. PM at Stradley Park in Cocoa

·  Sun. AM Wickham Park in Melboune

Evening play starts at 6:30 PM and

Morning play at 10:00AM.  Participants

may play any or all of the locations, the results of which are combined to deter-

mine the pitcher’s overall standing.

          WHAT IS THE FORMAT?

Those pitchers who choose to play on

any given day are divided into groups

of three or five players.  The combina-

tions change at every session.   Each

player then pitches four games of forty

shoes per game against other members

of that group.  Players take turns sitting

out and keeping score for others in the

group as play continues.
 HOW IS THE SCORING DONE?

We use a count all scoring system.

That is, the ringers and points thrown

by each player are counted.  There is

no cancellation.  So if each pitcher

has a ringer and one of them also has

a shoe in count (within six inches

of the peg), the score for that pitch

would be 4 to 3.  This continues

until both pitchers have thrown

forty shoes and the points are added

up to determine a raw score.  Then

the handicaps are added to each

players score and the winner

determined for that game.

HOW DO I GET A HANDICAP?

The first time a person pitches in

league play they start without a

handicap.  However at the end of

the day’s play a handicap is calculated

based on the day’s results and

applied to the participant’s raw

scores to determine whether they

won or lost each game.  The handicap

is calculated by subtracting the raw

score from 120 and multiplying the difference number by 0.9.  All data

from league play is entered into a

computer program and new

handicaps and ringer averages

calculated after each session.

WHAT ARE THE COSTS?

The cost to pitch in the leagues is

$3.00 per session.  However at the

end of the season every pitcher gets

back $1.00 for each game they

have won and $0.50 for a tie.  This

occurs twice a year, as there are

two league seasons, a Spring

League and a Fall League.  In

addition to regular play there is a

special tournament held at the end

of each of the two seasons to deter-

mine the champion for that season.

On that day free food and beverages

are furnished for all players, paid

for by the season’s profits.

DO I NEED TO BE A CLUB MEMBER?

As an incentive to newcomers the

club allows a person to participate

one time free of charge, without

obtaining the requisite memberships

in the club, state, and national

organizations, which total $30.00

per year.  Call one of the following

club officers or simply show up at

the Park one half hour before the

scheduled start time for the league.
