Subject: Report

Report is hereby rendered against Mr. Antonio Sida for repeatedly displaying unruly behavior everytime we request for the availability of training equipment such as: OHP, video machines & others, to be used for classroom instruction. Everytime we coordinate the matters with Miss Joylyn Agang, Mr. Sida intervenes with an unruly & sarcastic manner as if he is the boss here at SIMS. He always maintains his firm decisions the negative way instead of finding the appropriate solution to the problem in a flexible manner. The outcome, our system of rendering efficient, prompt and effective teaching services are being downgraded as attested by the negative reactions and bad comments from the trainees who feel these shortcomings. Furthermore, the adverse attitude of Mr. Sida greatly hampers our capability to render quality training due to the absence of some training aids mentioned above. These problems became complicated and we as instructors here at SIMS began to feel the bad effects of these recurring problems.

One incident for example was the one that transpired last Aug 31, 2006 at around 8:15 AM inside the Registrar’s Office. I am requesting the availability of a jack plug because the one installed at Room 201 malfunctioned. Before the incident, my actual room was at 302 but when I inspected the room, I noticed the absence of the video machine thereat. I informed Ms. Joylyn Agang and requested to swap my room with CM Sofronio Magboo who was the assigned instructor at Room 201. Ms. Agang granted my request and I personally coordinated with CM Magboo who gladly accepted my request. When I operated the video machine at Room 201, no picture appeared on the TV monitor for about 5 minutes. Suspected that the jack plug may not be in the right connection, I coordinated with Ms. Agang for immediate check-up. All of a sudden Mr. Sida intervened and started to display his stereotype manner of giving unnecessary comments w/o. looking into the problem presented. W/. this actuation of Mr. Sida, I was not able to hold my temper and confronted him to stop and not to intervene because his adverse will only make the situation more complicated. To attest the veracity of this report I am submitting the names of the following personnel who witnessed the incident: CM Sofronio Magbooo, Ms. Joylyn Agang, and Ms. Jane Tavera.

In addition to the above incident listed hereunder are some offenses committed by Mr. Sida w/c. I believe are violations of our quality system.

a. Mr. Sida is a character assassinator / humor monger who repeatedly displayed his attitude even in the presence of the trainees.

b. Most of the time before noontime during office hours he was observed cooking his lunch at the back of the SIMS Admin Office with his improvised charcoal stove. Said stove is a fire hazard.

c. For several times he was observed loitering along school premises wearing short pants, sando shirt & slippers which is unbecoming.

d. For two occasions, somewhere in the month of July, I looked for him but he is nowhere to be found because the room at the Conrado Complex where I was assigned was still closed in spite of the fact that it was already past 9:00 AM. He arrived late for these two occasions and when he opened the said rooms most of the trainees were disgusted because the chairs were full of dust and the foul odor coming out from the comfort room. Said conditions manifested the poor housekeeping / maintenance being rendered by the assigned utility personnel w/c. is Mr. Sida.

e. He is the stereotype guy who has lots of complaints about his job. Most of the time he blame the management of SIMS about his present job being a driver, janitor and utility at the same time.

I believe these negative attitudes of Mr. Antonio Sida towards the service needs immediate correction for if not, our quality system may be downgraded hence, this report.

Another subject. Please be informed that I am a SSS retiree. May I request the stop of my SSS and Philhealth premium deductions and the subsequent refund of the amount deducted last Aug. 2006.
