Due to completely foreseen circumstances and total mismanagement, Run 1077 was again at Green Mosque (Upper). But that put nobody off since all BH3 Hashers are known to be masochists and enjoy the deep pleasures of running in some of the most disgusting terrain on the planet. 

But enough of Tooting Common, today’s Hash run was again at Green Mosque with ‘touched up paintwork’ supplied by Widget. Hashers gathered at the appointed hour by the Palm Tree ‘Forest’. But what’s this? The Saint mobile is stuck on the approach track. Frantic “Changing of the tyre” (bit like Changing the Guard). Roger Taxi checking his watch, must be 5.35 pm.
