How to reach this distant, arboreal venue?? Fortunately, Taxi remembered that Saint had returned to the joys of the 7-day working week and would also be going late. He escaped from “Stalag 263” in time to catch the 2-car convoy of Saint & Pinky and Leigh-Ann. By the time we four arrived, there was already a small encampment with a table & a few comfortable chairs.
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Having verified the run number, GoKart re-appears with a bag of flour and, with practiced skill & alacrity, created the ON-ON &  few symbols; whose significance he explained before setting us on our way. Our pack of eight Hashers fortunately included H.G. Pinky; without whose keen eyes we may still be out there!! Weather was warmish but slightly cloudy with a cool breeze.
From the cars, we headed uphill and right to run along a row of trees to check # 1 with Pinky & Taxi at the front. We searched to the right and Taxi found the first of the environmentally-friendly flour “drops” but the trail meandered to the first “T” (falsie) of the day!! Returning back to the check (b2tc), the trail was found to the left (epoo) by Fadiel and he led us to check # 2. This was an “HG Check”, so Hashers took a rest while H.G.s Pinky & Anna searched in opposite directions. Pinky called “on-on” first and lead us downhill, out of the trees and up another hill until we reached the dreaded “T”. B2tc!! ... and this time Anna led us uphill and right. The trail dropped down again and Taxi was first to check # 3 at the edge of the trees. From here, Anna found a trail along a track to the left but that turned out to be a falsie. Saint had been looking along a track to the right when interrupted by the call of “on-on”. He returned to his original path and was duly rewarded by the sight of flour!! We continued to an “S” curve in the track but then lost the trail. GoKart explained that this was Sunny’s “twisty bit” and we weaved between the trees on our upward climb. Just as we expected the next check, we were confronted by “T”. B2tc!! Only one direction remained now but Taxi had already searched there twice before. However, with assistance from GoKart, Anna found flour at the top of the hill and to the left. The trail here was flat & open for some distance.
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 Too boring for GoKart, who had put in a strange “U turn” in the middle. The leaders “looped back” until the last Hasher had caught up and we continued back into the trees, where Pinky found check # 4. Anna spotted the trail straight on and then up and right but it soon came to a “T”. B2tc!! After a lot of “checking”, Fadiel found the trail to the left and up. We carried on over the hill and dropped down again to emerge from the trees onto a rocky slope, which bore the encircled “5”. Taxi found a trail straight ahead but it was short-lived. B2tc!! We dropped down to the right and then went left and up to find the trail leading to check # 6, where Pinky was first to arrive. The check was again on the edge of the tree line but Pinky found the trail straight ahead across a ploughed field towards another hill. Check # 7 was located at base of this hill.

Saint found the ever-upward trail and we struggled to the top, when Taxi led the way to check # 8. We spent quite a while looking for the trail before it was called to the left, across some rocky terrain, over the brow of a small hill and part-way up the next rocky slope to check # 9, reached by Pinky first. Taxi arrived some time later but found flour, somewhat right. This proved to be a fairly-short falsie. B2tc!! Saint called “on-on” from the top of the hill and we ran through the trees to be directed to the ON-IN by GoKart. Saint disappeared over the top of the next hill to arrive first, closely followed by Widget. As Taxi neared the cars, Pinky made a challenge for third place but Taxi just prevailed. 

Everyone was tired at the end of this 63 minute run and were pleased to see that Gorgeous George had got a good fire going. Ivitca & Sonya had also arrived to provide the musical background.
