Bad news for the insatiable energy-gobblers & World economy but good news for Taxi, who was picked up by the Saint & Pinky and Leigh-Ann convoy on a beautiful, warm, sunny afternoon. Recent rain had enhanced the barren forest with a lush carpet of grass and the Hash car park was a particularly vivid, emerald green. 
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Several Hashers were already encamped around the fire and Outrider & Barbie arrived shortly afterwards. Barbie was sick and so we lost two good runners but we were joined by the lean, mean Culture Vulture for the first time. He valiantly volunteered to be Hash Horn for the day. Once GoKart had revealed the ON-ON, Widget adjusted the run number before releasing the eager pack of five Hashers and three H.G.s to find the floury conclusion of this trail.
