Requirements:

1. Create a poem that not only describes an event or an object, but also addresses all five senses as well.

2. It must be six lines long, with the first line being a color description.

Poem Structure:

Line One: Tell what color your subject is


Line Two: Tell what your subject tastes like


Line Three: Tell what your subject sounds like


Line Four: Tell what your subject smells like


Line Five: Tell what your subject looks like


Line Six: Tell what your subject makes you feel

Example Poems:


HAPPINESS is bright green.


It tastes like sparkling cider.


It sounds like children laughing.


It smells like freshly baked chocolate chip cookies.


It looks like a merry-go round.

SHE is the softest of blues.
