Final Essay for A Midsummer Night’s Dream

While reading A Midsummer Night’s Dream, we have encountered many different character types with many different motives. Your task is to identify one of these characters and create a well-crafted compare and contrast essay using yourself and that character as a basis. Your essay should have the following components:

1. An exacting introduction that describes, in detail, the character you are going to be using as your basis for comparison.

2. At least two sections of your essay should be dedicated to each of the comparing and contrasting components.

3. All points within your essay MUST have specific components extracted from the text including, but not limited to, direct quotes and specific page numbers.

4. Specific elements of YOUR own character that your are comparing and contrasting, along with details that back up what you are stating.

5. A detailed conclusion that restates your initial thesis, and provides the reader with an interesting point to take away from the essay.
