Steinbeck includes certain events in order to foreshadow Lennie's inevitable death at the end of the novel. For example, on page 15 George tells Lennie to hide in the brush by the river in case he gets in trouble; this foreshadows Lennie's return to the river after he accidentally kills Curley's wife. There are other instances, though, where Steinbeck foreshadows later events. Look back through the story and/or your notes and list those instances in the chart below.
