9) Throughout the book, Santiago speaks of his loneliness. Does the movie do a good job at showing how lonely he is? Provide a specific description of one scene where it does this.

10)  Did you learn anything new from having watched the movie?

11) Was there something completely different in the movie?

12)  Describe three differences between the movie and your view of the book.

13)  Describe three similarities between the movie and your view of the book.
