Personal Narrative Essay

There are four rhetorical modes of discourse, the exposition, the argument, the description, and the narration. A narration is the telling of a story. A personal narrative is a non-fictional account of something that has happened in your life. The story must be true, and as a result of it being “personal,” you must be a character within the piece.

Your task for this assignment is to create a personal narrative that relays an important occurrence in your life. The essay should have the following parameters:

1. It should contain a pre-write, at least one rough draft, and a typewritten final draft.

2. The final draft will contain a title page, the final draft, all rough drafts, and the pre-write. The title page should contain the following pieces of information:

a. The title of your essay

b. Your first and last name

c. The class name, in this case “English 9”

d. The period in which you attend my class

e. My name

3. The final essay should be at least six paragraphs with a distinctive introduction, body, and conclusion. 

a. The introduction should contain the following:

i. a hook to gain the reader’s attention

ii. an introduction the story that is to be told

iii. some semblance of a thesis statement that describes why this story is being told

b. The body of the essay should contain:

i. all elements of the story

ii. a beginning, middle, and end

c. The conclusion of the essay should contain:

i. a summary of the events in the essay

ii. a re-iteration of the thesis statement and the lessons learned

iii. some conclusion that lets the reader connect themselves to the text.

Each phase of the essay will be collected, discussed, evaluated, and graded. Although each individual part of the assignment will receive a grade, there will be an additional, final grade issued for the entire process as well.
