Internet Protocols
Internet Protocol (IP) - The Internet Protocol is a set of rules for sending information between computers on the Internet. Each computer that uses the Internet Protocol has at least one IP address that identifies it to all other devices on the planet, just like a person might have a postal address. An example of an IP address would be 195.194.14.5.
Transmission Control Protocol (TCP)- TCP (Transmission Control Protocol) is a set of rules (protocol) used along with the Internet Protocol (IP) to send data in the form of message units between computers over the Internet. While IP takes care of handling the actual delivery of the data, TCP takes care of keeping track of the individual units of data (called packets) that a message is divided into for efficient routing through the Internet. It is responsible for making sure the data is delivered correctly from the server to the client and vice versa. 
File Transfer Protocol (FTP) - FTP, also known as File Transfer Protocol, is a protocol for the rapid, simple transmission of files across a network supporting the TCP/IP protocol. This network is generally the Internet, or a local network. FTP is a way of accessing files on another computer. It is used in different types of servers.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Internet Service Provider (ISP) – An internet service provider is the company that provides you with an internet connection and router. It is the gateway from your computer (client) to the internet. Some examples would be BT and Vergin.
